Christiania, June 21. — Captain 
Amundsen, who recently abandoned 
his proposed flight across the North 
Pole by airplane, is returning to the U. 
S. on the schooner Holmes, according 
to a despatch from Nome. Thp de­
spatch says" Amundsen’s airplane was 
damaged in a trial flight.

The town has approximately 20,000 
residents living in tents, several thou­
sand more in tiny one and two 
shacks, and a few hundred in the sub­
stantial residences built before Shelby 
experienced its boom.
