“CORRIDOR” TO GIVE
POLAND ACCESS TO SEA 
LEADS TO DISAGREEMENT.

■ Paris, March 22—When the council of 

great powers met today, it was in an at­
mosphere of considerable apprehension 
over Poland, which is the chief subject 
of discussion. A committee has reached 
the plan giving Poland access to the sea 
by means of a “corridor” sixty miles 
wide, running across East Prussia. But 
the effect of this concession is to place 
about 1,500,000 Germans within the new 

i Poland and to detach the easternmost 
part of Prussia from Germany. Pre- 

t mier Lioyd George has taken the view 
that this denationalization of a large 
body of Germans would cause such dis­
content as would be likely to bring on 
another war, and it is understood Presi­
dent Wilson is not entirely satisfied with 
the proposal M. Gambon’s committee, 
therefore, has just asked to revise the 
plan and this revision is now under dis­
cussion. The committee, nevertheless, 
wishes to adhere to its original plan for 
a wide corridor.

Excluding South Carolina, where oil 
laws permitting divorce were repealed 
in 1878, the three lowest divorce rates 
in 1916, for which year returns are now 
complete, are shown for the District of 
Columbia, North Carolina and New 
York, where the rates were 13, 31 and 
32 per 100,000, respectively. The high­
est rates were returned for Nevada, 
Montana, and Oregon, which show 607, 
323 and 225, respectively.
