One of Most Serious Financial
Currency Crises in Empire His-
tory Averted

London, Aug. 22—That the United
States helped India this year over one of
the most serious financial currency crisis
in the history of the British empire, was
& statement made today to the Associat-
ed Press by Sir James Meston, financial
member of the viceroy’s council.

“Probably few people in America,” he
said, “realize how vitally important to
‘India_and to India’s share in the war
‘was the legislation passed in Washing-
ton releasing large quantities of silver
for use in’alleviating the currency situ-
‘ation there. For this action, India, as
well as the British empire and the Al-
lies, owe a debt of grdtitude to the
United States which it is hard to over-
estimate. This act of the United
States has stabilized the whole currency
situation in India, and came just in the
nick of time, when things looked very
critieal.”

ALBERT FALLS
BEFORE BRITISH

London, Aug. 23—A supplementary

«“At 4485 o'clock this morning English
east county and London and Austral-
jan troops holding the sector between
the Somme and the Ancre attacked with
the object of carrying the enemy’s posi-
(tions on the high ground traversed by
the Bray-Sur-Somme-Albert road.

our troops for a distance of about 500
yards. Fighting continued for some
time and also in Albert until the town
was finally cleared by our troops. In
these successful operations we captured
some 1,400 prisoners and a few guns.”
Further Ground Given.
London, Aug. 23— (Canadian = Presq
despatch from Reuter’s Limited)—The
total of prisoners captured between the
Oise and the Aisne from Sunday to
Tuesday exceeds 10,000. This number is
likely to be considerably exceeded when
the captures of yesterday and today are
added.

A further retirement of the Germans
from the Serre salient is reported. They
have also evacuated some trenches on
either bank of the Scarpe River.

In the Lys salient the German with-
drawal has been continually accompan-
ied by successful hustling tactics by the
British, who also have captured nearly
1,000 prisoners.

only. The phrase “service in action” is
held to mean services under fire or dis-
tinguished individual services in connec-
tion with air raids, bombardments and
other enemy actions which at the time
produced the condition equivalent to a
service in actual combat and demands
the same personal elements of com-
mand and control on the part of the in-
dividual, and in a lesser degree only
possibly entails the same risks. In no
circumstances will any exception to the
rule be allowed.
