7. In the case of an incorporated city or town within the Pro-
vince in which any such blind person as is designated in the first
Section of this Act has a legal settlement, an allowance to the Board
of Managers of the said Asylum of Sixty Dollars per annum may be
assessed upon the inhabitants of the said city or town, in case such
city or town does not contribute to or draw from the County School
Fund, and in such case said sum shall be paid to the said Managers
for each such blind person sent to the said Asylum, and each such
blind person shall be admitted to said Asylum in the manner pre-
scribed in the first section of this Act, the Chief Executive officer of
the Corporation exercising the powers thercin conferred upon the
Warden of the Municipality ; and there shall be paid to the said
Managers from the Provinecial Treasury, for such blind person for
which such city or town contributes such allowance, the sum of Sixty
Dollars in like manner as is provided in the third Section of this
