The 
River Plate trade remains slow and rates 
favor shippers, the latest fixtures having 
been at $11 ©$11.50 on lumber from Bos­
ton'll 7@$17.50 from the Gulf to Monte­
video and Buenos Ayres,and 16@17 cents 
per cubic foot on general cargo hence to 
Buenos Ayres. West India business, 
both outward and homeward, is unusual­
ly dull for this period.

The coastwise trades partake of the 
prevailing quietude. Lumber freights 
from the south show a weak and declin­
ing tendency, whilst for colliers there is 
very little inquiry, and rates are irregu­
lar and largely nominal. Ice freights, 
on the other hand have taken a sudden 
rise to $1.25 per ton from Maine ports to 
New York and neigboring ports South.

We need not say more on this matter. 
The controversy will no doubt, as it has 
now been commenced, go forward until 
there is some satisfactory conclusion 
arrived at”

Rev. Mr. Fullerton, who preaches in 
the Carleton Presbyterian church, ex­
pressed his views to the reporter in these 
words :
