“ Advance ” Scientific Mistellany.

It is claimed that more rain falls now
in Nebraska than formerly, and that
this rainfall is increasing with the march
of settlement and consequent cultiva-
tion.

The researches of P. Plantamou®
hage shown that every rise in tempera-
ture is accompanied by an elevation of
the ground, and a fall of the thermom-
eter is marked by a sinking of the
ground level. The extent of the move-
ments is,in some cases,quite remarkable.

Fragments of celestial bodies in the
form of meteors occasionally reach us
from the distant regions of space.—
These stones exemplify the samechemi-
cal and crystallographic laws as the
rocks of the earth, and have afforded
no new element or principle of any

| kind.

Is that wonderful phenomenon, the
aurora borealis, accompanied by sound ?
Such is the much-mooted question
which is being revived among British
scientists. The evidence of observers
and writers from the time of Tacitus to
the present day is quoted to prove that

| the mystic light of our northern skies

produces a decided sound. !

In the tropics of the Old World the
annual rainfall is, aceording to Dana,
about 77 inches, while it is 155 inches
in South America.
United States, it is 40 to 50 inches ;
but west of the one-hundredth meridi-
an, beyond the Mississipi to the Sierra
Nevada, it is mostly 12 to 16 inches.—
The annual amount in Great Britain
averages 35 inches ; in France, 20 to 21
inches ; farther from the coast, in Cen-
tral Germany and Russia, only 15 to 20
inches ; but about the Alps, it is.mostly
35 to 50 inches.

By keeping the svil beneath charged
with moisture, forest regions tend to
make gradual and constant the supply
of watets to the rivers, and give uni-
formity to the flow ; and hence, when
forests are cut away, the rains reach
speedily the streams, making them
liable to alterhate periods of wasteful
violence and worthless feebleness. The
cutting away of the forests has led, in
the French Alps, to uncontrollable
floods, despoiled fields, and an impover-
ished people; and, in America, to
annual seasons of dry mill-ponds, an
immense sacrifice of available water-
power, and the desertion of many a
mill-site.

A very remarkable deposi¢ of petro-
leum is described as existing in Vene-
zuela between the Rio Tara and Lulia.
Near the former there rises a sandbank
about thirty-five yards in extent, and
some ten yards in height. On its sur-
face is visible a collection of cylindrical
holes, apparently artificially made,
through- which streams of petroleum,
mixed with boiling water, gush out with
great violence, accompanied with a
noise resembling that of several boilers
blowing off steam. The column of
vapor that ascends from the spot would
doubtless be seen from a long distance
were it not shrouded by the thick forest,
to which the petroleum beds, that evi-
dently lie underneath, give a perpetual
greenness -and freshness of {oliage.
From one of these holes oil has been
collected at the rate of four gallons per
minute. A curious phenomenon has
been occasionally seen in Venezuela,
consisting of a frequent lightning un-
accompanied by thunder, which is
observable from the bar at the entrance
of the Lake of Maracaibo, and which
has been attributed to the vapor ascend-
ing from the Cienega de Agua Caliente.
1t is more probable that this appearance,
called by mariners ‘* El farol de Mara-
caibo,” is due to the inflammable gas
that permeates the  whole district to
such an extent thiat it is known by the
natives as ‘‘ El Inferno.” There is no
doub* that the supply of petroleum is
very large, not only at this point, but
in the neighboring Republic of Colum-
bia, between Escugue and
Bettijogue, the labor®rs gather it up in
handkerchiefs, which, when saturated,
are squeezed out into barrels.

Symes), now at Halifax, on the export of
dead meat from Nova Scotia. As New
Brunswick is expected to contribute large-
ly to the shipments of the meat, some ex-
tracts will be of interest to many of our
readers:

“ What arrangements,” asked the Mai;
reporter, ‘ have you made since your arri-
val in Canada, for the shipment of dead
meat from this Province?”

¢ Complete arrangements,” replied Mr.
Symes, ¢ for shipping fortnightly have
been made to the extent of 160 tons of
dressed beef per month, for a period of
three years, with Messrs. Dickey & Buck-
ey, of Amherst.”

WHAT THAT CONTRACT MEANS,

¢ What does 160 tons of dressed beef
monthly represent in live stock per an-
num?”

““ About six thousand head of cattle—
18,060 head for the three years.”

““ What sum of money does that repre
sent?”

‘“Nomina'ly £100,000 sterling per an-
num, or $1,500,000 during the three years,
payable to this one firm alone, and dis-
tributed in one agricultural centre.”

*¢ Are you satisfied_of their capability to
fill the contraot?”’

¢ Most certainly. Cumberland county
.alone, is capable of turning out double the
quantity; but besides Cumberland, this
firm has Westmorland and Albert counties,
N. B., to draw their supplies from, whose
farmers are only too anxious to assist the
firm in iearrying out the contract to its
fullest extent.”

Mr. Symes next gave reasons for his
coming to Nova Scotia, claiming for the

latter province many advant d
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g gy
rdoing their daty ftoward. the maritime
provinces —not sufficiently keeping the
superior advantages of the provinces to
the front. He had been advised to go to
the Western Statés by persons who told
him he could not do anything in his busi-
ness in the provinces!, He says:

I have not been invited to visit, but which,
from what I have seen and heard, I should
say ure capable of raising as many more. -
Having visited those places where eattle
can be grazed during the summer season
and hay procured for winter feeding, I am
quite persuaded that there are other parts
of the Provinces equally eligible for grow-
ing roots, potatoes and oats, for winter
feeding. Therefore, I can see quite easy
to procure in the Maritime Provinces all I
shall require for my business for many.
years to come; and that’s what has induced
me to stop in Nova Scotia.”

Remarkable Visitation.

A remarkable lightning visitation cc-
cured at Louisville, Ky. a few days ago.

Four boys were playing ball. Their
ages averaged from twelve to fourteen
years. They were pupils of a school and
it was recess time. Their game was just:
concluded, and the bell summoning them
to school duties was ringing, thereby
causing them to be in the same part of the
grounds where their coats and hats had
been placed before they began the game.
A flash struck the earth and the boys were
for a moment obscured from sight, so
vivid was the lightning. When the few
people in the neighborhood again looked
towards the boys, they were all flat on -
the ground, Two gentlemen ran to the
spot, and to their horror discovered four
boys’ faces upturned in death.. Two other
boys stunned, lay wnear their companions.
The gentlemen quickly procured water
and quenched the fire in the clothing of
the boys, as well as stamping out the
tlames which were fast burning parts of
their apparel that had been torn from
their bodies. Vain efforts had been previ-
ously made to revive all of theboys, who
appeared lifeless, and four of them were
recognized as positively  dead. The doce
tors found that four out of the six had
been struck dead. The spot of eath
which bears the mark of the bolt could
be covered by a bushel measure. The
surface of the ground is but little dis,
turbed and resembles a hole which might
have been driven in by a crowbar. On
the ground, two or three feet from the
spot where the bolt entered, could be seen
pieces of clothing, parts of shirts, draw-
ers, penders, and fragments of boots)
all burned and blackened by the electric
fire, resembling a mass of chopped-up rags
ready for the manunfacture of paper. One
was worse disfigured than anyof the rest.
His clothes were literally burned from his
hody, and pieces of scorched clothing wero
picked up en the spot where he fell. His
body was burned to a crisp, and blackened
and scarred in a horrible manner. A piece
of his undershirt picKed up by a reporter,
looked like a rag which had been burned
on a stove an*suddenly extinguished by
a dash of water.

Flanting Seeds. :

Thousands of seeds are buried alive—are
suffocated through excess of covering,
Undue hardness of soil may also prove an
obstacle to growth, but the seed bed and
its covering may also be too soft. A cer-
tain amount of resistance seems needful for
thedevelopmentof healthy growth inseeds.
The advice not to cover with soil at all,
only lay a sheet of glass over pans or pots
of small seeds, is also good ; but a eaution
is needful iu reference to it. Seeds so
covered and placed on shelves within fall
reach of the sun, have to endure a heat al-
most beyond relief. The glass shoull
either be whitened over or covered with
paper; but seeds are much better placed in
the shade, or even in the dark, until they
germinate; they need no light to excite
them into growth. As soon as the geria
developes into a stem and leaf— not befor»
—can it make any good use of light.. CE
course, seeds germinated in the dark,necd
careful treatment in their first stages «f
planthood ; but with careful introducticn
to the light the young plants speedily gai 1
