TRAINER IS BADLY
MAULED BY TIGER

Animal Leaps at Hm and Pins Him {o
Floor With Biow of Paw—
Scared by Atendants,

ST. PETERSBURG, Feb, 21—A ter-
rible scene was witnessed yesterday mn
Cinicelli's, the principal circus here,
where a group of pefforming tigers
v/as presented by their trainer, Herr
Heindrichsen.

Their show was given in a cage
erected in the middle of the arena, and
the most exciting incident each even-
ing was the trainer’'s “encounter with
Caesar, one of the largest tigers ever
exhibited in a Eutropean circus,

Caesar was admitted into tne cage,
atter the rest of the performance, and
invariably made for Herr Heindrich-
