more than 8500. Today the business 
they founded is capitalized at mil­
lions of dollars and la the largest in­
dustry of its type In Canada. It has 
two manufacturing plants in the 
East, another — the million dollar 
Winnipeg plant opened last week — 
in the West and thirteen distribu­
ting branches from Halifax to Van­
couver.

The simple history of Christie, 
Brown and Company as told by the 
active veteran president la this — 
The business began to 1849 when two 
young men, James Mathehrs and 
Alexander Brown formed a partner­
ship to asnutill store in Toronto to 
make biscuits. They had with them 
asas sistant salesman, William Chris 
tie, who was destined to become a 
partner and eventually play an im­
partant part to Oamda’s biscuit 
making Industry.

The biscuits «fid from this email 
bakery became popular with a Unit­
ed clientele and the Ьшіпсее began 
to progress.
