On 
his arrival Dr. Bishop went to work 
and succeeded in counteracting the ef­
fect of the poison. They were then re 
moved to their homes In a coach. Both 
men werei reported as out of danger 
last evening.

As an aid to education the Natural 
History Society has done much during 
the year and Its worth in this respect 
is becoming more recognized each 
year. One of the most important ways 
in which education is being aided is 
by the loaning of several of the 
ty’s collections to the teachers in the 
schools to be used as illustrations In 
the teaching of various branches. 
These loans consist of birds, plants, 
minerals. %

Another instance of the increased 
Interest in the society is to be found 
In the fact that during the year the 
curator has received 2,043 specimen!s 
for Identification «from different parta 
of Canada. Donations have been num­
erous, hundreds having been received 
from fifty donors.
