WERE SUFFOCATED
IN CUMBRE TUNNEL.

Bandit Set Fire to Train in
Tunnel -and Second Train
With Americans Aboard En-
tered Without Warning,

Juarez, Mexico, Feb. 7—The nine
Americans and forty or fifty Mexi-
cans, whose fate has been a mystery
since the destruction ofl the Cumbre
tunnel last Wednesday, were suffocat-
ed. This infomation was received here
this evening at the headquarters of
the Mexican Northwestern Railroad.
The tragedy is laid at the door of
Maximo Castillo, the bandit leader.

Railroad men here and in El Paso
are furious at Castillo’s act. On Tues-
day twenty-two of his men were cap-
tured and executed by the rebels and
the next day, apparently in revenge,
he captured the freight train, ran it
into the south end of the tunnel about
800 feet and there set fire to it.

The passenger train entered the
death trap from the fjorth, travelling
at its usual rate of about fifteen miles
an hour. When the engineer discov-
ered the trap it was too late.

Castillo’s failure to send back warn-
ings of his deed is regarded as the
most cruel and murderous act of his
career of outlawry, and there is a dis-
position here to criticize General
Francisco Villa for not having crush-
ed him long ago. .

Lifeboat on Megantic Swept
Away—Crew of Freighter
Subsisted Four Days on

New York, Ieb. 8- —Steamships ar
riving overdue from European ports,
today, reported rough weather and
the presence of ice bergs at sea. The
Megantic of the White Star line, com-
ing in from Liverpool after a nine-day
voyage passed through a northwyester
ly gale which reached its climax of
effect on this ship on January 31,
when a giant wave dashed over the
starboard rail, awakening the 350
passengers, sweeping away a lifeboat,
partly flooding the corridors and en-
tering the funnel dampened the fires.

The Megantic saw no ice bergs, but
received reports of bergs, fleld ice
and numerous “growlers” including
one berg 150 feet high and a quarter
of a mile long in an area of broken
ice extending from forty to 250 miles
east of St. Johns, Nfid. Ijce was re-
ported generally between lat 46 and
48.10 north and lon 46.53 and 48.54
west,

Public Utilities Board Files
Decision—Provision Not Re-
stricted to Local Men It
Holds.

Halifax, Feb. 8—The Board of Pub-
lic Utlities filed its decision in the
matter of the application of the Mo-
tormen and Conductors Union in
which the union sought:—

(1)—To have the “pay as you en-
ter” cars equipped with modern air-
brakes and suitable seating arrange-
ments.

(2)—Fourteen days’ instructions of
motormen before they are regularly
employed.

(3)—A ten-hour day and one day's
rest in seven.

The board refuses two and three
on the grounds that the provisions
affect all the companies and men
u:rougltout the province and there-
fore a more representative hearing
should be held in the matter. This,
they say, can be held at any time on
further application.

They refuse the order for the instal-
lation of airbrakes on the larger cars
on the grounds that they are not large
enough to warrant the installation of
this equipment, although it has been
used successfully in Detroit and oth-
er American cities. The board give a
slight concession to the men by order-
fng that “before new cars were
brought into service, the company
shall report to the board, the length,
welght and type, and the proposed
breaking equipment of all cars con-
tracted for, or proposed to be con-
tracted for.”

The board proposes to pursue fur-
ther inquirfes as to improvements in
all hand brakes to be used, a subject,
which was not specially dealt with at
the hearing.

TWO BIG RAILWAYS
MAY HAVE TO SUSPEND

Seizes Supply Already Sold to
Mexican Railway, a British
Concern — Double Duty on
Imported Oil,

Vera Cruz, Feb. §—The traitd to
which the Mexican government is re-
duced for fuel with which to operate
the National Railway lines, is shown
by the commandeering this morning
of practically the whole fuel oil sup-
ply of Vera Cruz, thus threatening the
speedy suspension of all traffic be-
tween this city and the capital.

The government last night sent a
train of eighteen oil cars, with a ca-
pacity of 12,000 gallons each to Vera
Cruz, This morning an officer at the
head of a squad of troops made a for-
mal demand on the agent of the Agu-
ila Company to surrender all the oil
in its possesion.

The agent replied that the oil had
already been sold to the Mexican Rail-
way, which is a British concern, and
was told that it was immaterial to
whom the oil belonged. The engineer
in charge of the pumps refused to fill
the oil tanks and was arrested. Later
he was released, but was compelled
to obey the order.

There now remains in Vera Cruz
only a six days’ supply of oil for the
operation of the Mexican and Inter
Oceanic Railways, and there is no
prospect of receiving more oil from
Tampico, Under the circumstances
it is believed it will be impossible to
maintain communication with Mexico
City ‘beyond the end of the week, ex-
cept in the case of trains for govern-
ment servicelt is asserted that the
next move of the Mexican government
will be to seize the locomotives and
rolling stock of the Mexican Railway
to replace the engines and cars recent-
ly destroyed in the morth. It is pos-
sible quickly to transform oil burning
locomotives into coal burners, but
there is practically no coal in the
country.

It is reported apparently on the best
of authority, that a decree has been
prepared and only the president’s sig-
nature doubling the duties on all im-
ports from the United States.
