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HOW TO MEET THE LOSS.

the Shortage Bills--No State_ or
‘Federal Aid -- Murder of Presi-
dent Badly Affected the Attend-
ance. : 3

Buffalo, N- Y., Nov. 2—The Pan-Ameri-
can exposition ended at 12 o’clock to-
night. At midnight, President John G.
Milburn pressed an electric button and
the lights in the mnow famous electric
tower grew dim for the last time. Slowly,
one by one, the lights on post and pin-
nacle and tower faded away. A corps of
buglars standing in the tower sounded
“taps,” and one of the greatest glories
of the exposition, the electrical illwmmnina-
tion, passed away, and the exposition
-wag ended, ’

‘I'he exposition has not been a financial
success, but the benefits derived from 'it
will be of great value to the commercial
interests of the country. The primary
object of the exposition was to advance
the friendly relations and commercial in-
tercourse between the United States and
the other countries of the two Americas.
In this respect it has been a decided
success.

The finamcial loss will be in the neigh-
borhood of $3,000,000, which will fall upon
the holders of the common stock, the
holders of second mortgage bonds and the
contractors who ereeted the buildings.
Two hundred and ten thousand shares of
common stock was sold at $10 a share. The
stock was subscribed for by the citizens
of Buffalo and the Niagara frontier in
small lots of from one share to 100, so
that this loss of $27100,000 will mot be
seriously felt by anyone.

No complaint has been heard from the
holders of common stock, who appreciate
the benefit the exposition has been to the
city. There is also a reeling of satisfac-
tion that the ecnterprise was carried to
a brilliant and successful end by the citi-
zens of this city without state or federal
aid. The first mortgage bonds, amount-
ing to $2,500,000, will be paid in full. An
issue of $5300,000 sccond mortgage bonds
is unprovided for, it the revenue irom
salvage on the buildings and from other
sources will cover a pant of this indebted-
ness. The balance due to contractors is
not definitely known, but no one will be
seriously embarrasced by the loss.

The total number of admissions for the
six months was close to 8,000,000. An
average of 2,000,000 a month had been
figured on by the officials.

The lamentable tragedy in the Temple
of Music, which robbed the nation of a
beloved president, did injury to the Pan-
American. The attendance had been in-
creasing steadi'y uvp to the dafe of the
assassination of President McKinley.

RIDING FOR REST---WHAT HAPPENED 10

¢See here, Laidlaw.” said the doctor, lay-
ing aside his glasses aund seating himself,
after half an hour spert in feeling my pulse,
examining as much of my tongue as it was
physically possible for me to show him, and
jabbing me abodt the chest and ribs,
“there’s nothing serious the matter with
you.

The first few days were spent in the usual
way, the time being about equally divided
between unpacking my belongings and en-
gaging in sanguinary skirmishes with the
landlady as to what small necessaies in the
matter of rooms, bedclothes, food and such-
like sundries I considered essential in order
that I might feel reasonably comfortable.
