ployers of labor and should be taken up;
not only in this province but throughout
the dominion. With a Canadian popula- |
tion of about 6,000,000 there was only one
technical college—in the city of Toronto— '
which was maintained at its own expense.
The dominion government had not yet ex-
pended a dollar in this direction, unless

After quoting European statistics on the
subject, which in some cases were as high |
as 83 spent on education per capita of |
population, Mr. Hatheway said as long as |
this province was mean enough to be con-
tent to remain in the lowest place, it could '
not be expected that the people would !
excel in the trades.

He thought the present interest which
was being taken in manual training was
largely due to the campaign carried oa
last fall by the Evening Times, and to the
efforts of Mr. Fisher. He hoped that no
objections would be raised when the mat-
ter came up before the legizlature at Ired-
ericton.

Mr. Fisher said the Canadian Manutac-
turers’ Association werc interesting them-,
sclves and would, he thought, do s mething
towards establishing a school for technical
