St. Basil, Sept. 18,1874.
The Circuit Court, County of Mada- 

waska, was opened on the 17th Inst., 
His Hodor Judge Allen presiding. There 
Was no criminal business and no civil 
docket. The Grand Jury persented the 
following address :
To the Honorable John E. Allen, Judge 

of the Supreme Court, Ac., Ac. :
We, the Grand Inquest of the County 

of Madawaeka, deem It peculiarly grati­
fying that It should have fhllen to the lot 
of your Honor to open the first Circuit 
Court In the County of Madawaeka. The 
fact that you have appeared before ns on 
a former occasion In an official capacity 
when you so faithfully and Impartially 
discharged your duties as to render your 
name a household word amongst ns, a 
synonym for honesty and Integrity, lends 
an additional pleasure to our meeting.

We thank you for the clear manner In 
which you explained to us onr duties as 
Grand Jurors, and, although we live In an 
age when the peculiar functions of a 
Grand Jury are not so responsible as 
they may formerly have been, yet we are 
equally unwilling with you to see the old 
pillars of the Constitution removed.

We rejoice with your Honor at the ab­
sence of any criminal business at this 
Court, because we are In a position to 
know that it Is a true Index of the condi­
tion of our County, In which no indicta­
ble offence lias been committed since Its 
establishment.

We regret the disability under which 
your Honor labored in addressing ns; 
but we trust that after our County be­
comes more closely connected with the 
outside world onr people will become 
more familiar with the English language.

We know that In the order of things 
your Honor’s place npon the Bench must 
sooner or later become vacant ; but we 
trust that you may be long spared to ad­
minister justice in tills Province, because 
we feel that you will always hold the 
scales of Justice with no unsteady hand.

Wo are glad to be able to join your 
Honor in expressing our thanks to a 
merciful Providence for the bountiful 
harvest with which we have been blessed.

Without elasticity no system of govern­
ment will stand unless the people are 
stationary themselves. It is the iron­
clad nature of systems of government 
that causes more than half the rebel­
lions against constituted authority. The 
bow will not bend, and it is, therefore, 
broken. The reformers or revolution­
ists impose an equally straight-laced 
governmental jacket on their follows, 
and, in the course of time, another 
revolution overthrows their system.

The Boy Murderer of Westmorland. '
John Manship, the young lad arrested 

for assaulting a boy named Wheaton, In 
Sackvillc, has confessed to murdering 
Joseph C. Boyce, aged 4 years, on the 
9th inst. Boyce was found in a pond 
near Sackvllle quite dead, and, there be­
ing no suspicion of toul play, the coron­
er’s jury returned a verdict of accidental 
death. After being arrested Manship 
confessed to assaulting Wheaton, and 
also to murdering Boyce. Manship, who 
is only 12 years of age, made the 
following statement to the Sheriff and 
others ;

On Wednesday last I went up the hill 
above the burying ground in company of 
George Ward. Ward was going to Mid- 
gic. When I got to the top of the hill I 
turned around and went back. When I 
got back to the bridge that crosses the 
main road, I saw little Joey Boyce on the 
lower side of the bridge, on the road 
leading into the graveyard. He was play­
ing In the water, had a little boat on 
which he was trying to rig a sail. I went 
over to him and asked him what be was 
doing. He said none of mv business. I 
palled off his hit and threw it on the 
bridge. I canght hhn by the throat and 
choked him. I then threw him into the 
water. He crept around on his 
hands and knees and tried to get 
up. I prevented him from getliag 
out. He got up, struck his head against 
a pole that was partly across the pond, 
and fell back on his back. He kept mov­
ing bis legs and opening his month for 
some time. I stopped until he was most 
dead, and then went to Lncy Thompson’s 
and told her that little Jo Boyce was 
drowned. I dng some potatoes for her, 
and then went across to the shore of the 
mill pond, and went up the shore to the 

. Sackvllle road, near the mill, and as fhr 
along the road as Jos. L. Black’s store.

Havelock Thompson came along on 
horseback, riding very fast. As he pass­
ed the schoolbouse near Jos. L. Black’s 
store, his little sister hallowed out and 
asked him what was the matter. He said 
“nothing.” I told her “little Joey Boyce 
was drowned and Havelock was going 
for the doctor.”

Manship is described as a good look­
ing, intelligent youth, but has always 
lead a wild llte. He is said to be a natu­
ral son of a sailor who lived In Sackvllle 
a number of years. It is believed that 
another child found dead in its cradle, 
with marks of violence about the throat, 
was murdered by this young monster, 
and it is known that he has several times 
threatened to kill other children. He 
was on Saturday fully committed for trial 
at the January term of the Supreme 
Court.
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James Sullivan was called to answer a 
charge of being drunk in Mill street, and 
with resisting and assaulting the police, 
to all of which be pleaded guilty, and for 
the two offences was fined 816.

John McCullough, on ti)e last occasion 
of his appearance in the dock, was 
warned that another offence would secure 
him two months in the penitentiary. He 
did not, therefore, appear surprised when 
sent across for drunkenness In Union
