There are two Courses of Study, each embracing three years'

work,
THE MATRICULATION COURSE

prepares young men and women for College. Upon “the satisfactory
completion of this course a matriculation diploma is awarded, which
will admit the holder into Acadia University or 6ther similar Maritime

institutions.
THE GENERAL COURSE

does not include Greek, but takes French instead, and Latin during
only a part of the first two years. Mathematics and Natural Science
and English are carried farther than in the Matriculation Course.
This Course is designed to prepare teachers for License up to Grade
B, also to fit the Student for business life. On the completion of the
prescribed studies, gmd;mtion diplomas will be awarded.

Frequent written and oral examinations are conducted to stimu-
late thoroughness and test the efficiency of the work done.
