REQUEST FOR CONSENT UNDER S.0. 43 TO
DEBATE MOTION RESPECTING GRIEVANCES
OF POSTAL WORKERS

Mr. Heath Macquarrie (Hillsborough): I
should like to ask the unanimous consent of
the house, seconded by my hon. friend from
Oxford, to move the following motion pur-
suant to standing order 43:

That the reports of W. S. Martin of the griev-
ances by postal workers against the Post Office be
referred to the Standing Committee on Broad-
casting, Films and Assistance to the Arts.

Under the terms of the standing order, I
am entitled to explain the urgency of this
motion. In the coming weeks the Post Office
will be entering into negotiations with the
postal workers, and unless some extremely
pressing situation arises it appears unlikely
that the house will have an opportunity to
discuss this matter before adjourning for the
summer recess. Consequently, we shall have
no opportunity to consider the attitude of the
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Post Office in dealing with its employees until
these important and delicate negotiations have
been completed.

I would therefore ask that the house grant
unanimous consent that this motion go for-
ward in order that these reports and the im-
portant matters with which they deal may
receive the immediate attention of a com-
mittee of this house.

Hon. Donald S. Macdonald (President of
the Privy Council): Mr. Speaker, had there
been advance consultation it might perhaps
have been possible to give unanimous con-
sent; but there was none. Consequently the
government is unable to agree to the motion.

Mr. Speaker: Order. May I suggest that
unless hon. members have a point of order
to raise we should not allow debate of a
motion moved under Standing Order 43. The
hon. member is quite right to present a
motion in this way under Standing Order 43,
but he does require unanimous consent. If
unanimous agreement is not given, then the
matter cannot be proceeded with and there
should not be a debate. However I do not
wish to preclude other hon. members from
raising other questions by way of a point of
order.

REQUEST FOR CONSENT UNDER S.0. 43 TO
DEBATE MOTION RESPECTING MOVEMENT OF
FEED GRAIN

Mr. G. W. Baldwin (Peace River): Mr.
Speaker, I am not rising on a point of order.
I also have a matter with respect to which I
am sure the house will grant unanimous con-
sent, since the question relates to a very
urgent situation. The motion to which I am
asking the house to give unanimous consent
is as follows:

That this house recommends that the govern-
ment take immediate steps to alleviate the par-
ticularly distressing and urgent agricultural situa-
tion prevailing in the area of Peace River, by
expediting the delivery and transportation of large
quantities of feed grain in the hands of farmers,
including the appointment of a person or persons

to take charge of the expediting of this feed
grain movement.
