JAPANESE GAINING
* GROUND IN HAWAT

Increase of Those Actually
Born There Points to
-Final Control.

HONOLULU, March 8.—A federal
survey commission headed by Dr.
Frank F. Bunker of Wushington, which

recently surveyed education conditions
in Hawaii, in a preliminary report de-
clared that the “momentum’ of the
Japanese race in Hawail puts all other
racial groups out of the running in re-
spect to numbers, and that the momen-
tum, if continued, will carry the Jap-
anese race into an increasingly domi-
nant numerical position, giving their
Hawalian-born progeny in 1930 about
28 per cent of the electorate of the
territory.

The report, which is freely inter-
spersed with tables of figures obtained
from federal- and ~territorial official
sources, and from the office of the
Japanese consulate-general in Honoluly,
says in part:

“With an active population now in
the islands of 114137 (1919), es JFeported
by the Japanese ' consulate-general,
against 25,000 Portuguese, the next
largest group, it is clear that the Jap-
anese race has acquired a momentum
which puts all the other groups out of
the running with respect to numbers.

“That this momentum inevitably will
carry the Japanese race into an in-
creasingly dominant numerical position
If continued, is clearly shown by tables
compiled from information obtafned
from the office of the Japanese consul-
ate-general, and from the records of the
territorial board of health.”

Dealing with the parallel presented
by the methods of adjustment to island
influence represented by the Portuguese
and the Japanese races, the report says:
“While both groups originally were
brought into the islands fo satisfy the
need for cheap labor on the plantations,
there i{s with both a pronounced ten-
dency to seek a better economic posl-
tion by brenking away from the plan-
tations and engaging in other activities
glving promise of a freer and more
ample 'life.

Japanese Law-Abiding.

‘““The Japanese are ambitious to be-
come tenants, to own land, to set up
business, to enter a profession, to rise
above the category of unskiiled labor,
and as they individually achieve their
ambition, llke the Portuguese, partici-
pating more and more in the affairs of
the islands,. socially, educationally,
politically.

“Furthermore, they are all at work.
There are few triflers and idlers among
them. There are now, approximately,
38,000 male and 27,000 female adult
Japanese in the islands. A table based
upon information obtained from the Jap.
anese consulate-general shows that
50,149 of them are employed in gainfut
occupations.

‘"1t should be sald In fairness that
thefe are few Japanese children i the
juvenile courts and in institutions for
delinquents; and thefe are proportion«
ately very few Japanese among the
conviet labor gangs and in the jalls.
Few, if any, are supported by public

gstreets. Thelir per capita savings bank
deposite wank third among those of the
island races, being exceeded by the
Ameéricans and Portuguese only.

“All of which activity, laudable in
itself, can be ‘explained adequately on
the basis of racial qualities, inherent in
the Japanese, of patience, persistence.
thrift, initiative, endurance, ambition,.
group solldarity, cotpled with acumen
and ability to get on where other races
have failed.

“Indeed, so well have the Japanese
adjusted themselves to island conditions
and so rapidly are they increasing in
the number of Hawalian-born children,
that this group soon will have a majore
Ity of the voters of the islands.”

The commissioner's report then de-
duces from a table of births of Japan-
ase children from 1898 to 1919 that 12,216
Hawallan-born Japanese will have be-
come old enough to vote by 1930; that
23,031 rrore will have been added to the |
list of eligible voters by 1940, making|
a total during a 22-year period of 35,13%
Deducting 13 per cent to cover poasible
losses by removal and death, the report
estimates that by 1940 there will be!
an aggregate of Japanese voters in the
territory of 30,857, including 287 now
registered.

Pointing to the fact that Japanese chil-
dren in the public schools of Hawail in |
1910 were 27.72 per cent of the total |
enrollment, and that in 1919 this school
group stood at 40.55 per cent of the
