| ing the American wheels too high to
| suit most people. He has procured
| the assistance of Mr. W. E. Pickrell,

blacksmith, who bas had considerable

experience on such work.in the West

and is geting up patterns and special

machinery and in a few days will be
| able to tarn out wheels. He has been

advertising the wheels for some time in
" advance and judging from orders taken
and enquuies about them thereis a
demand. The wheels can be
~made alwost any size, any width of
tire, and ‘o fit any wagon. As soon
as the wheel business is fairly under
way, they will manufazture a farmer’s
low down wagon for farm work. Mr.
Pickre!l has opened a blacksmith shop
adjoining the agricultural works, and
will do a general jobbing business in
addition to the wheel work.

Seed Potatoes.
