BIOGRAPHY.
1HE LATE RLV. HUGH JAMES ROSE.*

It 1s with more than ordinary seusations of grief|
that we record tiie death of one of the most gifted
men of his age, the Rev. H. J. Rose, a native of
the eastern part of tins couotry., For somoe time
past the health of the deceased had Leen on the de-
cline, and lately he had been advised to try a warm-
er chmate; not so much with any idea of recovering
his health, as of receiving a temporary rehef from
the diseace under wiich he had for so many years
laboured. He bhad proceeded as-fur as IFtorence on
Ins way to Rome, where it pleased the Almighty to re-
move his soul intoa better werld, He has left a
widow, but no cluldsen to Jament lus. luss, besides an
aged father and mother, to all of whom he had prov-]
ed himsclf a blessmg and an honour.

1o say that the death ofsuch a man as the late
Alr. Rosu s a public luss, 18 to say but httle, Ne}'
ver, perhaps, humauly speaking, was the death of;
any sngle mdividual more caleulated to ba deeply,
feit aud regretted. Other men’s labours may have,
beren more eatensive and voluminous, but few men’s;
mere frutful of good. Deeply read in the lustory)
of the Church, and polished to tie highest degree
the classics of Greece u1d Rome, lLie became, at an,
early age, a champion of the Church and of general
literature at the same time. And we rejoice to say
he laboured not m these preat causes in vain. ‘The
fust thing that seemns to have siruck lus attention)
at the university was the undue preference given to
mathematical studies, to the sad discouragement of
the more noble aud endeating attainments of litera-
wre. ‘T'o the correction of tius bias, as Chistian
Advorate, he beunt tis great and vaned powers,
uud with the best success. Several admirable im-
provements have been introduced into the educa-
tinnal course in Cambndge, in consequence of his
~florts.  But, what vt all, perhaps ranks him highest,|
are lns exposures of the fsllacies of the German
schools, which huve of late years become popular
under a variety of forms, so asto endanger the very
hemg of the Chnstianrehgion.  Almost sinzle hand.
«d he took up the cauvse of primitive Christianity
against Neology; and hie has lived to see his labours
crowned with no swall poition of trivmph. Had
he been spared hie might, 2s we Joubt not he would,
have Liad the joy of secing yearly fresh proofs of the
soundness of lus views, and the bollowness of those
of that class of divines to whom he was opposed.
Had he been spared he might have added much to
the debt which the Church and the country already

kind. It was bis dictinction to be, in the proper sense
of tbe phrase, a high Churchman; and it is his glor)
now he has gone from this world, tn bave left many
tigh Churchmen bebind him, treading thongh at a
distance, in Lis own steps. It is for the historian of
the Church, and not for us, tu erter into his cha.

which, among many others that we cannot now revert
to bis death is to be so greatly deplered. [t would
be topresent but a half view of him, however, did
we close this brief notice of the exalted individual in
que:tion, without adding a word or two upon his
character as a parochial clergyman.

“Painful as the state of bis health must have!
rendered tlo discharge of his pastoral duties, even
from the earliest days of his miristry, no man ever
felt more sincerely the awful responsibility of the
sacred office than did the decessed. 'Thishe convey-
ed in almost every thing which he wrote and uttered,
and in such a way that the most callous could not
fail to perceive, and to be impressed by it. The
writer of these lines (most unworthy of their subject !)
has had the happiness to know that the ministrations
of his hands, in a parish vhere wuch irreligion pre-
vailed, were blessed in an exiraordinary degree.
Hundreds are the souls among the poor who sre yet
after an interval of nine years, ready to attribute
their first impressions of religion to the siraple and
affectinnate exbortations and addresses spoken by
him in the course of a few years among them. It
would he an insult to the memory of so great andl
zood a servant of Christ, to say that he was an al-!
tractive preacher; though biy preaching not onls
caplivate } all hearts, but was the admitation of all
who had either the taste to discern or the virtue to
honor excellence in that most difficult and rare of
all sacred accomplishments—the art of speaking with
power and intelligibility to a congregation composed
of the various grades of society. Perhaps no preach-!
er was ever more free from the ambition of muking
proselytes to himself than he was; and no man pro-
bably ever made more than he did, or in a more
legitimate way. Spurious eloquence he had none.
All glitter he shrunk from in the pulpit and in his
mode of living, a¢ unworthy of the sacred mission
upon which be had been sent forth, and of the seli-
denying character of Christianity. Nothing could be
more dignified than his appearance and manner, when
clothed ia the robes, and engaged inthe office of his
profession. In the tones of his voice there was even
much to favor the peculiar and impressive form in
which his idess were ronveyed to the ears of bis
audience,—Gos. Mess.
