University authorities realized, he continued, that there
abomustbeadditimuaalsewio&stolookaﬁterﬂ\eneedso&an
expanding campus. An enlarged heating plant, a new home for
maintenance and service and more re accommoda-
tions are required.

Implement Recommendations

“And finally,” the president said, “We must continue 'to
implement the recommendations of the Deutsch Royal Com-
mission which means turning our attention mext to the pro-
posed University of New Brunswick in Saint John.”

Such a program must be undertaken immediately and con-
tinued over the next five tKea.rs he oconcluded. Total cost is an
estimated $11,000,000 with $7,500,000 to be maised in a new
national campaign. .
