9. Any person who persiste in obstructing the order or bus-

iness of a Council meeting, shall be visible to a fine not

ceeding Sö.

10. Any person gailty of disorderly conduct shall be

liable to a fine commensurate with the offence but not

to -exceed $30.00 and coats.

II. Any person found guilty of entering any house with

intent to commit a felony, shall be visible to a fine to be

imposed by the Council according to the gravity of the

offence, but not tosteed $30.00 and costa.
