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The author says in his straightforward preface:

"After seventeen years—nearly double the life of

the average text-book—it has been a delight to take

up, with the larger resources time has brought, the

work of a thorough revision. The result has been

practically a new book. Though the original frame-

work, which left nothing to be desired, has betn

retained, various improvements have been made.

Both friendly and unfriendly criticism has been

helpful. Most of the book has been rewritten, and

sub-titles, which will prove useful both to teacher

and student, have been introduced. In nearly all

cases the original sources of informa ion have been

examined."
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
