WAR-WORK IN THE,BAHAMAS

“ We glide past the Bahamas, scores of
islands lifting themselves ot of the blue
waters of the Atlantic, ., . . some . are in-
habited, others show no signs of life. . . .”
—F. W. ApAMS, in “ The Conquest of the
Tropics.”

THEN I arrived in “Nassau, after
\\ travelling for three days by Ward
Line steamer, it was daybreak. I saw,
first, the wide spaces of clear deep
water—clearer than the jewel-like water’
of the Ganges (so often referred to in
Buddhist literature), and ‘I saw smoke-
grey sky, streaked with the delicate lemon
and coral-coloured signs of the rising sun.
1 next noticed thin strips of flat coral rock
which looked as though they had  ,been
dropped haphazard to the sea. On one
of them I perceived a few cocoa-nut trees
waving in the gentle breeze. - To say
these islands " lifted themselves out of
the blue waters ” is surely an exaggera-
tion! They hardly seem to have the
energy to do that. The water is, of
course, blue, in some lights, but the
adjective conveys nothing of the wonder
of this sea, or of the absolute perfection
of the climate.

Nassau is best described in the words
of Stephen Haweis, who was here last
year. “Imagine, if you will, a flawless
emerald, to be measured only by the
square league; imagine violet sea-fans,
eight feet high, or fantastic grottoes such
as only coral polyps build, such things are
commonplaces of Nassau days.

And such actually was the place the sud

den sunrise revealed to me. But, to the
majority of travellers, Mr. Adams’ sum-
mary— " some are inhabited, and others
show no signs of life "—will be nearer to
what they know of these three thousand,
or more, islands made by the coral polyp
in the broad Atlantic Ocean and occupy-
ing an area nearly as extensive as Great
Britain. But, in this ¢ase, the region 'is
made up almost entjrely of water, . These
are not the West Indies, but a separate
and a self-governing Colonyy, with a Par-
liament and a Governor of its own. An
outpost of Empire, in very truth. )

When, on landing, I drove through the
clean pink-and-white capital, over the
walls of whose streets hung the purple
bougainvillia, in masses, -by the side of
scarlet pointsettia, nothing was further
from my thoughts than the European
War. Later when I came across a_few
soldiers drilling, it seemed as unreal as a
Gilbert and Sullivan opera. A few weeks
afterwards, H. M. S. Svdney, bearing the
marks of her famous battle with the
Emden, anchored outside the harbour bar
and British sailors scat_tered themselves
about the little city. But the sense of
unreality attacked these also, In these
islands of forgetfulness it was impossible
to visualise so terrible a thing as war.
Yet there had been fighting galore here
in bygone days—blockade running—acts
of piracy—enough adventures to fill many
a boy’s book—the landing of Columbus
looming largest in Bahamian history.
Not long before my arrival the Karisruhe
and other German cruisers were about in
these waters, and one of their boats had
been picked up at Abaco; and brought to
Nassau, where it was- sold -by auction.
But there was nothing to indicate that
this colony was at war with the most
terrible enemy of all time ; or so it seemed
to the casual observer.

One afternoon. however, in the cool
ball-room of Government House, I came
upon a group of ladies sewing and heard
then that a third contingent of men, were
getting ready to depart for the Pront.
Imagine my surprise when it tradspired
that the Bahamas had come out seventh
in the list of * Our Day ” subscribers from
the Overseas Dominions, Ceylon being
eighth. This miniature colony had sent
£2655 14s. 6d. in English money, and was
continually sending more to* the Mother
Country.

A branch of the “ Daughters of the
Empire” was founded here some years
ago under the presidency of Mrs. Loft-
house, wife of a member of the Legisla
tive Council, with the Governor’s wife as
Hon. President. 'When the new Goverror
arrived in 1915, Lady-Allardyce at once
started, as a separate organisation, the
Bahamian Red Cross Guild,”in order to
include the coloured section of the popu-
lation, with which the “ Daughters of the
Empire” do not come in contact. The
Bahamian Red Cross Guild began without
funds on August 30, 1915, and in four
months had sent in 4807 articles which
had been packed and forwarded to head-

quarters in London. Ever since, the wonk i

elsewhere can hardly realwe the difficul-
tiés “of production here. The producer

had to build the stage with his own hands,
and he and the biologist, Dr. Dolly, paint-

ed the scenery themselves, from a design
made for them by the artist Stephen
Haweis. Nothing daunted, Miss Allar-
dyce, daughter of the Governor, under-
took a children’s pageant, herself making
the costumes and banners, as-well as
directing the music and the dancing and
training the - children. The pageant
brought in £136. A garden féte in the
Chief J ustice’s grounds, given by his wife,
Mrs. Tudor, for the " Daughters of the
Empire ” brought in £75, and was follow-
ed Dy several on a larger scale in Govern-
ment House grounds, the first of which
added £200 to Lady Allardyce’s fund. So
it went on, throughout the season.

It is interesting to notice how the
money came in from the coloured popula-
tion. There were pages of names of
those who gave their tiny mites. Work
and gifts come in every week from coral
reefs more than eighty miles away, to the
headquarters at Government House. The
spongers, and people hardly supposed to
have any money, send in their three-
pennyworths and even pennyworths of
coin. Various little societies like " The
King’s Daughters,” the “ Children of the
Rainbow,” and'so on, sent work, and the
whole Guild in four or five months grew
from nothing at all to fourteen active
branches. The " Daughters of the Em-
pire,” at the beginning of the War, col-
lected and sent over ‘clothes for the
Belgians to the value of £1000.

But perhaps the most interesting of
their contributions was the Trafalgar Day
gift of thirty-five barrels of citrus fruit
and 500 Ib. of guava jelly. To_ save ex-

’ | pense the ladies of the society did.the

packing themselves and twelve of them
accounted for about 8000 fruits, each of
which was separately wfapped and the
whole task finished in three hours, a
record pack for the Bahamas,

Work proceeds with unabated activity.
One of the latest ideas to be taken up is
that arrangements should be made for a
certain number of wounded soldiers to be
brought ‘here when they are convales-
cent.—AMELIA DOROTHY DEFRIES, in Nov-
ember United Empire.

GRAND MANAN FISHERIES
SRS

According to several parties of Grand
Manan fishermen who arrived here yes-
terday to look after business interests,
the lobster catch this year is only about
half normal. The catch is said to be the
smallest since the ten-inch law went into
effect several years ago, and many place
the cause of the great falling- off in the
important industry to changing the open-
ing date of the season from Jan. 5 to Nov.
15.

Lobsters are said to come near the
shore the latter part of the fall to shed
their shells. Before they have a chance
to fill out and get to deeper water they
are caught in traps ; besides this they bite
each other and often, when caught while
the shells are soft, are unfit for the mar-
ket. The fishermen heartily believe that
the change in the omnmg date of the
season has worked no good, and a great
deal of harm. Formerly the catches were
fair in the fall, and then good in the
spring, but since the eractment of the
new law,. the lobsters are caught when
hungry and often while spawning. The
catch is thus all made within a very short
time and the grounds stripped of lobsters
for the rest of the season.

At the present time the Grand Manan
men are being paid forty cents a piece for
pound and a half lobsters. Last year at
the opening of the season the price was
but twenty cents. There are now seven
American smacks in the heart of the lob-
ster centre, awaiting cargoes to carry to
Boston and other points. Since the open-
ing of the season only two have been able

to sail after securing the average cargo.of
5,000 lobsters. In previous years the
smacks have been able tg.load and sail all
within two or three days after the opening
date. _

It is claimed that many of the Cana-
dian spawn lobsters are being pounded—
placed in reserve pools in tide water—and
in the spring 1,000 of the best product of
the island will have multiplied into 7,000

MILLION DOLLAR DREDGE
LAUNCHED AT MONTREAL

In the presence of a number of distin-
guished guests, hundreds of workmen,
and many friends of those who have taken
part in its construction, the new million
dollar dredge, built by the Canadian Vick-
ers Limited at their works Longue Pointe,
was successfully launched: on Saturday,
Mrs. J. D. Hazen, wife of the Hon. J. D.
Hazen, Minister of Marine and Fisheries,
severing the ribbons which gave the
signal to start the boat on.ts way to the
water. ' The launching passed-off without
the slightest hitch, the ship sliding
smoothly down the greased ways amid
ringing cheers and musieal honors.

The dredge, which is 292 feet long, 48
feet-in width, 20 feet six inches deep, &
lpad draught of 16 feet 6 and a
dredging capacity of 1,500 tons per’hmn'
will be fitted with twin screws, triple ex-
pansion surface-condensing engines of
1,800 horse power, two miulti-tubular
boilers, two sets of buckets, with a respec-
tive capacity of 54 and 30 cubic feet, and
hoppers with a capacity of 30,000 cubic
feet.

The Hon. J. D. Hazen in returning
thanks for the gift, said the Department
of Marine and Fisheries was working on
the task of making a 35-foot channel from
Montreal to the sea, and was not only
accomplishing the task with great success

as well. The new dredge
was built to remove the only obstacle be-
low Quebec to havipg as safe a waterway
to the Atlantic as possible.

Mr. E. M. McDonald, M. P., also gave a
brief address, referring to what had been
done for the internal trade of Canada by
the building of three great transcontin-
ental railways, and said it was_now time
for Canada to wake up to the fact that
she must do as much on the sea to keep
her place among the nations of the world.

Ottawa, November 16, 1916.—A Bulletin
issued by the Census and Satistics Office
to-day reports on the yield, quality, and
value of the root and fodder crops of 1916,
the acreage and condition at October 31
of fall wheat sown for 1917 and the pro-
gress of fall ploughing.

RoOT AND FODDER CROPS

The total area this year under root and
fodder crops, consisting of potatoes, tur-
nips, etc., hay and clover, alfalfa, fodder |
corn and sugar beets’ amounts to about
8,980,000 acres, which is practically the
sanie as in 1915 ; but the total.is made up
of an increase of about 100,000 acres un-
der hay and clover, the total area of which
is nearly 8 million acres, and a decrease
for each of the other relatively smaller
crops. In total value, atlocal prices, these
crops amount for 1916 to $249,882,000, as
compared with $229;508,000 for 1915. The
yield of hay and clover this year is the
record one of 14,799,000 tons, an average
of 1.86 ton per acre, which'is the highest
yield on record for this crop in Canada.
The average value per ton is $11.50, as
compared with over $14 last year. Pota-
toes are again upon the whole a poor crop,
this result being due to unfavorable con-
ditions in Quebec and Ontario, where the
average yield per acre is for Quebec 131
bushels, as compared with 149 bushels
last yeariand for Ontario 61 bushels,; as

time 'provinces the potato yield is good,
being 206 bushels per acre for Prince Ed-
ward Island, 201 bushels per acre for Nova
Scotia and’ 192’ busheis per acre for New
Brunswick. The average price per bushel
for potatoesis 81 cents for Canada, 95
cents for Prmce Edward Island, 89 cents
for New Brunswick, 97 cents for Quebec
and $1.28 for Ontario.
