Paris, Feb. 16—Americans in
Austria have been warned from
Washington to leave that coun-

Berlin, via London, Feb. 16.
—The increasing mnossibility of -
war between the United States
and Germany has increased the
tension between VYienna and
Washington, according to the
Vienna corresnondent of The
Berliner Tageblatt. The cor-
respondent telegraphs:

‘“*‘Ambassador Tarnowski has
not yet been able to present his
credentials to the White House
and the dinlomatic sitnation be-
tween Austria-Hungary and the
United States is at present at a
standstill. Negotiations be-
tween the two canitals are not
taking nlace. Further develop-
ments are looked forward to
with complete composure by the
dual monarchy, which is await-
ing next sten by President Wil-
son in order to determine its
future course.

“The determination of the
United States Government to
permit the arming of merchant-
men is looked on =s = menacing
element. in the situation. This
would deprive U-boat command-
ers of the only remainingﬁl)ssi-
bility of nermitting American
ships, which they recognize at
present as being unarmed, to
disembark crews amd passen-
gers. The resolution of the
American Government wines out
the last remaining difference
between armed . English mer-
chantmren amtBOIG WA ATheri-
can shins. It is ‘most natural
that in the face of such a situ-
ation the possibility of war be-
tween Germany and the Uni-
ted States has increased, for
which reason the future rela-
tions of the United States and
the dual monarchr are now be-
ing viewed with increased skep-
ticism.”

London, Feb. 16.—Germany has
made a new loan to Turkey of 42,-
500,000 Turkish pounds, according
to a Reuter despatch from Amster-
dam quoting a Constantinople des-
patch printed in the German news-
papers. A bill authorizing the ac-
ceptance of the loan was introduced
in the Turkish senate on Thursday.
Djavid Bey, minister of finance, in
discussing the bill said that since
the outbreak of the war, Germany
and Austria-Hungary had advanced
to Turkey 79,000,000 pounds repay-
able eleven years after peace is de-
clared.

Great Expectations.

Djavid Bey said that his visits to
Berlin had convinced him that Ger.
many would do everything possible
to facilitate Turkey’s payment of her
debts and was ready, apart from
the advances already made, to give
the money necessary for reorganiza-
tion after the war. The minister de-
clared that if these hopes were real.
ized and 100,000,000 to 150,000,-
000 pounds were secured to be spent
on agrieulture, railway building and
roads, Turkey would be able in ten
years to cover her ordinary expendi-
ture and interest on the national
debt as well as on debts comtracted

during the wap. .
SO epreaiate.

The bill authorizing acceptance of
the loan also authorized the issue of
32,000,000 pounds in bank notes.
Djavid Bey stated that these bank
notes were not paper money, but
would be cashed by Germany in
gold. He expressed surprise that
these notes were decreasing in value
and that the public was given three

pounds in paper for one pound in
gold.

CONGESTION OF SHIPPING IN U.S. INEXT MOVE OF

RELIEVED BY BRITISH ADMIRALTY

Decision to Permit Neutral Ships to Undergo Examination at Halifax Serves to Miti-l

gate the Tie-up—Many SHfps Sail at Once |

New York, Febh. 16—The Associ-
ated Press tihs morning says:

*The British Admiralty’s decision
to nermit neutral vessels sailing
from American ports for Europe to
undergo examination at Halifax in-
stead of Kirkwall or Falmouth
brought immediate relief today to
the congested cargo situation at
New York. Steamships of Dutch
and Scandinavian lines, which have
been held.in this port on account of
the submarine bl‘ockade, made prep-
arations to sail by the new route
and it is expected that several will
get away before the end of the week.

By stopping for examination at
Halifax, vessels bound for Hollani
and the Scandinavian countries will
he able to skirt the northern boun-

dary of the blockade waters an-
nounced in the Gérman proclama-
tion. While ships of Amercian reg-
istry have the same privilege, there
was no indiecation to-day that their
owners would follow the examnle of
the Dutch and Scandinavian lines
and send their vessels to sea. The
stagnation of . American shipping,
however, 'is complete only so .far as
the big passenger lines are concern-
cd. Several freighters that fly the
Stars and Strines are making prep-
arations to follow the few American
cargo boats that already have brav-
ed the submarine danger.

Shippers await further inform-
ation from London or Ottawa in re-
gard to regulatiens governing thce
examination of vessels at Halifax.
No official announcement has been

made as to whether westbound ships
also may call at that port for in-.
spgction.

Agents of the big British steam-
ship lines declared to-day that
there was no need of any congestion
of ocean cargoes at American ports.
One of them pointed out that Great
Britain' had about forty steamships
now at New York ready to leave
when loaded and representing a

New York, Feb. 16.—A wire-
less to The Tribune, via Tucker-
ton, dated Berlin, February 15,
says: :

All the n»aners here deny
categorically re‘orts that Ger-
many has started negotiations
with the United States to avoid
war. Press discussion of the
crisis with America is carefully
worded nnd'obviously subject to
the strictest censorship, but the
journals are unanimous in
denying that Germany has in-
itiated overtures either to re-
store friendly relations or to
stave off actual belligerency.

The opinion is general in
Berlin that the American ves-
sels New Orleans and Roches-
ter, which are reported to have
sailed for the restricted area,
will be, attacked by submarines
if they are met within the pro-
hibited zone. It is pointed out
that both ships are freighters,
which is accented ad strong evi-
dence that their cargoes must
consist either*of absolute or

The government ex-
pects to obtain not only this amount
but enough more to carry it a con-
siderable distance through the new
financial year.

The last day of the lcan effort
found London placarded with -~ ap.
peals from end to end. Suburban
banks have been kept open well into
the evening to accommodate cus-
tomers. Post offices, brokerage
houses and insurancé offices have
been flooded with large and small
applications.

The large amount of money taken
off the market yesterday and today
was indicated by a sharp rise in
daily and weekly loans to 61 per
cent. None of the big banks has yet
announced the amount which it will
subscribe. These institutions have
been granting loans to customers,
and until the transactions are com-
pleted they will not be able to ascer-
tain the amvunts of funds at their
disposal for investment.

The staff of the Bank of England
has been working day and night for
the las,t fortnight and will continue
to do 8o for at least another fort-
night longer, before it will he pos-
sible to give even approximate fig-
ures of the amount of new money
