Mallorytown, and lh!t a
short account of some of the principal
business places and other items might
prova interst::)ﬁ. wo made a fow
notes from which we glean the follow-
ing :—Mallorytown is situated about

from the River 8f. Lawrence, The
G. T. R. runs through the village, and
nlthouﬁh s large amount of traffic is
done here, the station buildings are,
like many more to be found along the
same line of railway, a standing die-
grace to as old. and wealthy a com-
pany a8 the Grand Trunk Ruilway.
The waiting room consists of only one
small room, seated with rickety
benches, cold and cheerless looking, in
which high and low, ladies and tramps,
gin filled and tobacco fluvored, are sll
huddled together. We believe the
way stations along the line of this
railway are the worst in Canada, ‘or
the United States, as far as we know.
Before the advent of the railway, the
village -of Mallorytown proper. was
nearly all located along the main
travelled road leadirig from Montreal
&ngl!on. but in| the last decade
center of gravity has been at the
station, about a one fourth of a mile
from the center of the old village.
Here the principal business is done.
The post office is here, the stores, tin
shop, cabinet and underfaking, black-
smith shops. hotels, and business
places, excepting a couple of grocery
stores, are all clustered near the
station., The fine brick residence of
Dr. Liane is located near the center of
the village and would be a credit to
any town in Canada. The fine re-
gidences of A. W.and Ira Mallory
stand side by side on an. eminence
about midway . between the two
villages. The cheese factory of A. W.
Mallory, and the Union factory are
both sitnated on the street between
Mr, Mallory's residence and the station.
R. W. Tennaot & Son carry ona
general store and look after Her
Majesty’s mails, The post office is a
model. of ntatness and convenience.
Kelley Bros. also carry on a general
store. Two large wooden boots with
the names of F. Latour and Jos, Fex,
indicate that foot-wear is made and
sold bere. Thos. Mallory carrics on a
oneral Dlacksmithing business, while
§. Scott sells stoves and tinware.
Teaac Cole & Son carry cn an exten-
sive cabinet and undertaking establish-
ment here and at Lansdowne, and the
stock kept at Mallorytown seems large
and varied enough to supply a large
section of country. Wilbert J. Mal-
lory Builiff and Auctioneer, i8 kept
busy at his calling. The township
hall is sitnated in the old village, and
18 8 large stone structure, surrounded
by ample shied room for farmers when
looking after their interests or attend-
ing division court, which is held in
the rame building. McCoy lodge of
A.F.and A. M. have u fine lodge
room on the second flat of the town
hall, while the L. 0. O. F. have a neat
little lodge room over Cole & Sons
undertaking establishment. The pub-
lio are looked aftor by W. J. Fergur-
gson, who has s neat little hostelrie
directly opposite [the station. James
Avery, well and favorably known to
travellers stopping at the station, also
caters to the public. Both houses are
gaid to be run on strictly temperance
rinciples. The Methodist and Pres-
gyteriam ench have a fine brick
church capable of comfortably seating
all their members and adherents.

The country around Mallorytown is
probably the best adapted for mixed
farming or dairying of any part of the
county of s. The soil is of the
best and nearly every farm is supplied
with ronning water fromsprings. The
only drawback to the prosperity of the
country surrounding Mallorytown is
the lack of water power for manu-
facturing purposes. With no facili-
ties for establishing factories; it
can never hope to become a great
centre of trade, but as the firm and
dairy are sure, even if slow, meanis of
securing a competency, we are cer-
tain that thrift and ful

The
gold fever has not entirely vanished,
and a speculative feeling pervades
everything. Their eggs are all in one
basket. Mixed farming is unknown.
There is too much of a mondpoly in
land. Most of it is held or owned by
men who lack education and enter-
prise sufficient to bring about the best
results. The average farmer will
grow nothing but wheat and barley
‘and depends on the Chinaman or Ital-
ian to supply him with vegetables.
Their homes are simply places to stay
in, and their ideas of happiness carry
them but little higher than thesaloons.
They are rather indifferent about the
education of their children, and may
besaid to merely exist: They don’t
“live.”

The moral standard of California is
not very high. No one seems to be
surprised at anything heard or seen,
and Sunday is sacred to the memory
of—nothing. Social interests do not
extend very far, nor reach any very
elevating height ;- but this will not
surprisg ¢hoge who bave- learned how
cosmopolitan is this state. Every na-
tion under the sun is here represented
in numbers too large for the good of
the country. Your next neighbor
may be an Italian, a Chinaman, or
something worse ; so what are we to
expect. Ofthe latter, there are 60,000
in San Francisco alone, and the whole
state is filled with them.

Speaking of Chinamen makes me
recall a conversation held with Dr.
Charley Cornell, who was on his way
to Mallorytown the morning I started
West. We were discussing the merits
of California and Chinamen when a
stranger took it up, advocated the in-
dustrious qualities of the latter and
turned the forces of my arguments
against me. The Doctor was much
amused, but did not hear the end, and
I would feel much obliged if you
would tell him for me that our friend
afterward admitted - that the China-
man contributed nothing to the sup-
port of this governiment and little to
the good of the country, finally turn-
ed bis back on it with scorn and re-
turned to China as soon as he had ac-
quired sufficient to keep him from
want, This stranger thought my
statements overdrawn, and so may
others, but I don’t want any one te
think I am in love with what. the peo-
ple do here. It is what might be
done which interests me.

With the endless variety of pro-
ductions and scenes which may here
be found, this might be made a para-
dise, but, as it is, it is no better than
it ought to be.
