Antigonigh Exhibition.

Address delivered by Mb. C C. 
Gregory at the Opening of the 
Antigonish Agricultural Ex­
hibition on the 18th Oct .

Gentlemen,—
We bave met together for the plea­

sant purpose of exhibiting and view­
ing the agricultural products of our 
county.

It is hoped that this may be the in­
auguration of a long series of similar 
annual exhibitions, each one of which 
may excel its predecessor in the 
the quality and variety of the exhibits 
and in the public interest manifested.

The number of farmers who can af­
ford to attend the Provincial Exhibi­
tions at Halifax, Truro or Kentville is 
comparatively small, and hence the 
advantage derivable from such exhibi­
tions is slow to reach the great masses 
in the outlying districts. Every farm­
er, however, can attend his county ex­
hibition at no greater expense than is 
usually involved in an ordinary holi­
day.

The productions seen at a provincial 
exhibition are apt to be looked upon as 
coming from some locality specially 
favored and adapted to them ; but at a 
county exhibition each farmer sees 
what has been accomplished by his 
neighbors, who have the samoclimafe 
and the same advantages and difficul­
ties as himself, and he is more likely 
t# make an effort to excel them.

Were county exhibitions held annu­
ally by each county, and only one gen­
eral exhibition for the Maritime Prov­
inces held annually, bv turns, in each 
of the Provinces of Nova Scotia, New 
Brunswick and Prince Edward Island, 
and arrangements made for the for­
warding, at the public expense, the 
prize exhibits from each county show 
to the general exhibition at Halifax, 
St. John or Charlottetown, or wher­
ever held, a great saving in money 
would be made, both to the public 
treasuries and to individuals; while, 
at the same time, the utility would be 
vastly increased, since, under such a 
system, every farmer would, atamini- 
mum charge, virtually have a compari­
son of hie own productions with those 
ef his neighbor’s, and also with those 
of the whole Maritime Provinces.

To the farmer every occasion which 
brings him into communication with 
hie fellow farmer is of value and 
should be fostered and encouraged. 
His occupation is one that does not 
naturally lead to much intercourse, 
but is for the most part solitary. The 
effect of this isolation is seen in the 
small amount of influence wielded by 
the agricultural class as compared te 
its numbers. Every other profession, 
trade or calling has its societies or 
unions, by which combination is effect­
ed and united action secured for de­
fensive and often tor aggressive pur­
poses. Doctors have their Medical 
Societies, lawyers their Barristers’ 
Societies, merchants their Boards of 
Trade and Chambers of Commerce, 
carpenters and masons have their res­
pective societies, working men have 
their unions, and howeVter the mem 
hers may wrangle among themselves 
yet they unite as one man to advance 
the welfare and standing of their class 
and calling.

What steps do the farmers take to 
advance or maintain their position or 
welfare? It may be said, none what 
ever. And vet have they less eiak<‘ in 
the country, orarethev lees interested 
than others in the gre it question» and 
contests of the day? Surel not' 
They possess the imperishable real 
estate of the country, and they there­
fore hold the most permanent inter­
ests in the country. In Great Britain 
and in most other countries of Europe 
and of the world which have steod 
the test of ages, the classes possessing 
this permanency of interest have spe­
cial functions in the government of 
the country, which aflord a safeguard 
againetextravagant or reckless experi­
ments in statesmanship, which the 
classes possessing less permanent in­
terests might attempt in order to se­
cure some temporary prosperity or 
avert some temporary evil, at the ex­
pense of future burden and injury, 
which would cling to the land and be 
» yoke upon all who possess it forever.

Although it appears to be contrary 
to the genius of the people and insti­
tutions of the continent of North 
America that the landed or permanent 
interests should have any distinct and 
exclnsivefunctious in the government, 
yet it is surely open to them to fully 
avail themselves of the rights which 
they enjoy, in common with others, to 
do which they must do as other classes 
do, that is to meet and confer among 
themselves and decide how theirinter- 
eets are to be maintained and advanced, 
and how they are to be affected by any 
unusual proposition or emergency. 
No country is safe where the owners 
of the soil do not take the trouble to 
study and to understand how their in­
terests are being dealt with, and hence 
every measure tending to bring the 
farmers of this country together and 
to foeter an uprit de corpt among them, 
will not only benefit them and strength­
en their position as a class, but will 
render more stable the society and in­
stitutions of the country. As things 
now are it is only the fact that the 
farmers are the originators of the 
wealth of the country and the indis­
pensable foundations of the very exist­
ence of the community that has main­
tained for them even their present rela­
tive position.

Within a few years some societies 
called Grangers have been started 
among the farmers in the United 
Stale, and in some parts of Canada. 
It is not yet certain, however, that 
they have been productive of much 
good. They have, in most instances, 
perhaps, been too aggressive, and have 
wandered too far from the legitimate 
object of their association. A step, 
however, in the right direction will be 
taken by every farmer who becomes a 
member of an agricultural society. 
Every farmer in the country shonM^be 
a member of some such societyfRnd 
he should strive to be an active, work­
ing member. He should respect hie 
society and himself as a member of it, 
and he should thoroughly appreciate 
that his calling is the most ancient and 
independent, and that there is none 
more honorable nn.1er the sun ; that be 
it is who is the first receiver of the 
blessings sent by God upon the earth, 
and who distributes them to his fellow 
creatures ; that he and hie fellow-farm­
ers are directly or indirectly the source 
from which employment and the means 
of living for all other classes is derived. 
The meetings of the societies should 
be frequent, and subjects of interest to 
the farmer should be discussed in a 
friendly and intelligent manner, and 
experience and ideas interchanged. 
In this way much pleasure and bene­
fit would be gained.

Next to the fertility of hie land the 
most important matter to the farmer 
is his market. The larger this is the 
more uniform are the prices, and gen. 
erally the better the returns, but a 
higher and more uniform quality in 
the goods is exacted." It farmers have 
only a home market and no foreign 
market, they are obliged to raise a 
great variety of products, the demand 
for each being so limited. But when 
one has bis attention divided among 
too many things he excels in nothing, 
and countries and classes are in this 
respect like individuals. No one ever 
saw a man who was a jack of all trades 
get to be rich. And so with communi­
ties—the people of a county ora town 
will never attain to wealth or commer­
cial standing as a body if they are 
dabbling iu a little of everything and 
have no great-staple prod notion. Look 
at Great Britain. There we find one 
town noted for its cutlery, another for 
its cotton goods, another for Its pot­
tery, another for its woollens, and so 
on. And when there is this division 
and specialty of production uniformity 
is secured, so that the wares may be 
officially inspected and classified so as 
to be known, and quoted, and bought 
and sold in all the markets of the world 
bv brand alone, for actual inspection 
of each lot by the purchaser is impos­
sible in foreign trade.

No country has a fair position in the 
commercial business of the world un­
til it is noted for some staple product 
which may be safely dealt in and trans­
ferred upon the faith of its brand and 
reputation alone. If, then, a country 
has the ambition to take its proper 
position, the first question to be asked 
is, “ For which one of the great staple 
productions requiied by the world is 
the soil and climate and its other cir­
cumstances specially adapted?” That 
question is seldom difficult to be 
answered. It appears to have been the 
design of Providence so to distribute 
its blessings that every clime and 
quarter of the globe should have some 
special advantages for something, so 
that the mutual interchange thus ren­
dered necessary should draw and knit 
together the whole human fkmily. 
That question, applied to our own 
country, would receive the answer that 
the abundance of land, its great fertili­
ty and especial adaptation for meadow 
and pasture, the moist summer climate 
also favoring «he meadows and pastur­
age, plainly point out that cattle and 
sheep and their products should be our 
contribution to the markets of the 
world. And the best proof that cattle 
and sheep raising and export is our 
proper industry lies in the tact that in 
times past this county built np for it­
self a flourishing trade in such exports 
to Newfoundland—a trade which has 
brought millions of dollars into the 
country, and is substantial evidence of 
the industry, resources and enterprise 
of the people. And very few places 
in the Dominion ef Canada would be 
pointed out where the same number bf 
people have been engaged in advanc­
ing the material prospect of the coun­
try to the extbnt that the people of this 
country have in building up and main­
taining this Newfoundland trade. 
Cape Breton and other ports have 
lately been following your example, 
and you now find that vour Newfound­
land market is toe small for all—it is 
too liable to be overstocked. It is 
fortunate that just when our old mar­
ket fails us a new and a better one is 
thrown open to us and to all who will 
send productions of a sufficiently high 
standard of quality.

The people of this county have only 
to seize their present and future op­
portunities, as thev and their father. 
==ized those of the time past, in order 
to participate in the toll benefit of this 
new trade and market— the export of 
cattle and sheea to Great Britain. It 
is not a trade that has been growing 
on for vears, and one that required an 
pffort bevond your powers to share 
in. Rut it is a new trade, a new op- 
nortnnitv, the pos ability of which 
ha. jn.t been discovered, and which is 
onlv how being opened.

Twenty rears ago snch a trade was 
an imnoasihilitv. Steamships then 
horned 74 lho. of coal for every horse 
power of their engines everv hour. 
The consumption has been gradually 
lessened by improvements in their en­
gines and propelling apparatus, and 
now instead of 74 lbs. they only con­
sume 24, and some even less. The 
result is, that where 1,000 tons of coal 
were required 20 years ago. 300 tons 
will now suffice, allowing 700 tons 
more cargo to be carried, while the 
cost for fuel for the voyage is only 
one-third. This wonderful reduction 
in the cost of steam navigation has 
caused the Atlantic trade to be done 
by steamships instead of sailing ves­
sels. These steamers, daily leaving 
American ports for England with car­
go in the hold, but plenty of space on 
deck and between decks, gave oppor­
tunity for some enterprising party to 
send a few cattle to England as an ex­
periment. The experiment sncc-ed- 
ed, and at once a vigorous trade began 
to spring up, which, although still in 
its infancy, has been doubling or trip­
ling itself in volume every year. It 
is destined to assume gigantic propor­
tions, and will continue to increase 
until beef and mutton become, as they 
should be, the daily food of the work­
ing man in Great Britain, Ireland, 
France, and throughout Europe, and 
that at a cost only exceeding the cost 
lu this country by the expense of car­
rying it across. Some idea of the 
rapid development which has taken 
place in this trade may be gained by 
the following figures :—

but it may be said to range from $16 
to $80 per head, and as 1,600 lbs. live 
weight is considered to be a fair ship­
ping weight, the charge wonld he from 
one to two cents per lb. live weight. 
The specification or standard general­
ly required by English dealers is that 
every 100 lbs. live weight should make 
at least 65 lbs. of salable butchers’ beef, 
the higher the breed of the animal the 
greater being the proportion of beef. 
For convenience of reckoning we will 
take the proportion of beef to the live 
weight as only one half, or 60 lbs. te 
the 100 lbs. Then this cost of trans­
portation of oite to two cents per lb. 
live weight amounts to from two to 
four cents per lb. for butchers’ beef. 
And if we allow three cents per lb. 
more for commissions, insurance and 
profit, we have from five to seven cents 
as the difference of cost of beef upon 
a dinner table in England and upon 
a dinner table on this side. And so it 
it sells here at $6.00 per cwt., or 6 
cents per lb., it should cost there not 
more than IS cents per lb. ; or if it 
brings there 21 cents, or 104 pence 
sterling per lb., a not unusual price, 
it would pay the shippers to give 14 
cents per lb., or $14 per cwt., for it 
here.

The prices in England and in Ameri­
ca near the Atlantic Coast must as­
similate so as to leave no greater dif­
ference than this seven cents per lb. of 
beef or 84 cents per lb. of live weight. 
Any greater difference would afford 
unwarrantable profit to the middle­
men . The assimilation will take place 
at a point between the two extremes 
instanced, and at such figures as, 
while giving it to the English con­
sumer at much diminished cost, will 
allow a vast increase of price to be 
paid to the farmeron this side. There 
is a difference ef at least eight cents 
per lb., to be shared between the con­
sumer in England and the farmer here ; 
and if we divide it equally between 
them it will bring the beef to $10 per 
cwt., or 10 cents per lb. to the farmer 
on this side, and to 17 cents or 84 pence 
sterling per lb. to the British con­
sumer. But there can be very little 
doubt that for many years to come the 
farmer on this side who raises suitable 
animals will get more than half of the 
difference, for the demand on the other 
side will vastly increase at every cent 
of reduction in price, and it must be 
remem'iered that not onlv Great Brit­
ain requires to import., but France al­
so, which now derives its foreign sup­
ply from Italy. And when the export 
from this continent assumes its proper 
and distinct proportions all Western 
Europe will vastly increase its con- 
sun ption of animal food and will af­
ford an unlimited market. Atnresent 
the difficulty which those who are en­
gaged in shipping cattle have to en­
counter is the scarcity of animals suit­
able for the English market. The or­
dinary breeds of the countrv are too 
reugh and thereis too much weight of 
waste in proportioe to the weight ef 
beet. Cattle require to have a con­
siderable proportion of the Durham 
or Hereford or other choice heavy 
breeds in them in order to come np t# 
the shipping standard proportion of 55 
lbs of beef to the 100 lbs. live weight.

The published reports of the state of 
the Montreal market on the 12th of 
August last show that while local 
bnteners paid only from 8 to 84 cents, 
shippers paid 5 cents per lb., live 
weight, for cattle suitable for shipping. 
So that an ox of 1,600 lbs. weight 
would only bring $45 to $52 50 if sold 
for use of Montreal butchers, but if it 
were same weight, but of breed fit for 
shipping, it wonld bring $75, being an 
increase of $22.50 or $80 on one ani­
mal. And the prices quoted for the 
Chicago market at the same date 
were :—

Th« higher prices obtained for eattle 
suitable for shipping ha* caused a great 
demand, even in the Western States, 
for thoroughbred stock from which to 
obtain suitable stock forehipping. At 
a sale last Spring ef thoroughbred 
short-horns, In Chicago, 48 animals of 
the Cochrane and Cannon herds, from 
Canada, brought $88,526—32 cows 
averaging $995 each,and 11 bulls $622 
each.

If the farmers iu Ontario and the 
Western Slates are so eager to improve 
their stock and to engage in this trade, 
notwithstanding that they have heavy 
expenses to meet in conveying their 
animals by railway to point of ship­
ment, how much more earnest should 
the farmers of the Maritime Provinces, 
who are right at the seaboard, be to 
begin at once to improve their stock 
and to engage in the trade. And what 
applies in this respect to the Maritime 
Provinces generally, applies more es­
pecially to this county. We have 
every advantage and adaptation for 
raising the cattle and for shipping 
them without expense for land car­
riage. This county is destined to take 
an active part in this trade. It is for 
us to decide whether it will be twenty 
vears hence or seven years hence. 
This is a favorable time to begin in 
earnest. The success ot the wheat 
crop mus’ annually save thousands of 
dollars which used to go rut of the 
country to purchase flour. One-tenth 
of the amount thus saved in flour If 
invested In improving l he cattle wop Id 
in seven vears bring the stock ot the 
countv up to as high a standard as that 
of any other county in the Dominion. 
In other counties where, through the 
agricultural societies, the improved 
stock has become numerous, companies 
are being formed and shipments made.

The question may be asked, “ How 
can the farmer who is without surplus 
means so rapidly improve his stock?” 
The reply is, “ Through the agricultur­
al societies.” If he is not already a 
member, he should become one at 
once, and he will then have the benefit 
of the combined capital contributed 
by the members and from the Provin­
cial Treasury. Annual county exhi­
bitions under the auspices of the ag­
ricultural societies will be the surest 
means of stimulating and making gen­
eral the Improvements necessary. I 
believe thaï a prosperous future Is 
opening for the agricultural interests 
of the Maritime Provinces, and that if 
we go to work at once and in earnest 
ten years from now cattle and sheep 
will be sent from this county aed ship­
ped at Picton and the Strait of Canso, 
and perhaps from Bayfield, for Eng­
land in as great numbers as they are 
now sent to Newfoundland, and that 
the time will be hastened or delayed 
according to the interest or apathy at­
tending the agricultural societies and 
the county exhibitions.

I heartily thank yon for yonr kind 
patience, and I can only wish that 
some one better qualified had had the 
honor of addressing you.
