MONTREAL LIVE STOCK.
Montreal.—At the Canadian Pacific 

live stock market this morning the of­
ferings were 225 steers, 125 cows, 50 
bulls, 200 sheep, 150 lambs, 500 hogs and 
1,200 calves. A feature of the trade to­
day was the strong undertone to the 
market for cattle and prices scored a 
further advance of 1-4 to l-2c per pound, 
which was due to another small run and 
the scarcity of good to choice beeves. 
The demand was good from local buyers, 
as they all wanted some beef to carry 
them through for the balance of the 
week, and a fairly active trade was done. 
A few extra choice steers sold at 7 to 
7 1-4 c per pound, making a new high 
record price, and the indications are 
that, unless supplies increase materially 
in the near future, they will go still 
higher, as the number of cattle coming 
forwardjust now is not sufficient to fill 
the requirements of the trade. Choice 
steers sold at 6 1-4 to 6 3-4c; good at 
5 1-2 to 5 3-4c; fair at 5 to 5 1-4c ; and 
common at 4 to 4 3-4c; good cows at 5 
to 5 l-2c; and lower grades at 3 to
4 l-2c, and bulls ranged at from 3 to
5 l-2c per pound. Owing to the in­
creased offerings of sheep and lambs, 
a weaker feeling developed in the mar­
ket, and prices declined. At the reduction 
the demand was good, and sales of 
sheep were made at 4e per lb., and lambs 
at $3.25 to $5 each. The supply of calves 
was also large, and prices ruled lower, 
with a fair' demand at $1.50 to $6 each, 
as to quality. Supplies of hogs were 
small, and the tone of the market was 
firm, with sales of selected lots at $8.50 
to $8.60 per 100 lbs., weighed off cars.

FOREIGN CROP OUTLOOK.

Hungary—The recent rains effected 
only a small improvement, and more is 
wanted.

Italy and North Africa—The outlook 
for the crop is mostly favorable.

Spain—The outlook for the crop is 
good.

Portugal—Reports as received speak 
of the excellent outlook for the crop. 
It is not expected that this country will 
import any wheat during this crop sea-

Australia—Further rains have fallen 
which are beneficial for seeding and also 
for the growing crop.

Argentina—Drought continues end 
rain is badly needed. Under these con­
ditions t.he outlook for the wheat crop 
will soon become serious.

COBALT STOCKS.

market yesterday centred around Tem- 
iskaming and Beaver, both of which 
stocks exhibited weakness. Temiskaming 
opened on the morning board at 1.11 
and receded to 1.05 7-8, and closed 
around this figure in the afternoon. Bea­
ver was dealt in around 34 and 313-4, 
closing at 33 1-2. The other issues were 
practically neglected.

THE WRIGHTS.
President Tift Pre$eet$ the Brothers 

With Gold Medal$.
Washington, June 10.—The achieve­

ment of man-flight for which men 
have striven for more than 4,000 years 
wns celebrated in Washington to-day, 
after having been paid homage by the 
rulers of Europe, Wilbur and Orville 
Wright, of Dayton, Ohio, to-day re­
ceived their first public recognition 
by their fellow countrymen.

In the east room of the White House 
President Taft to-daj presented to 
the inventors the gold medals awarded 
to them by the Aero Club of America, 
eo:.iraemorate the invention of the 
first successful flying machine.

The event was intended to be one 
of national interest and to carry out 
this idea the Aero Club of America 
invited the lending newspapers 
throughout the country to print edi­
torials to-day appropriate to the oc­
casion. The governors of the various 
states have sent laudatory messages 
congratulating them on their success.

WENÏÂSH0RE.
Spanish Vessel With Over 500 

Passengers on Beard.

New Y’ork, June 10.—A large steamship 
which ran on the bar a mile west of the 
Point of Woods life saving station, on 
Long Island, at 8 o’clock last night, was 
identified early to-day ns the Antonio 
Lopez, a Spanish steamer from Genoa 
and Naples, for New Y’ork, with 526 pas­
sengers and a crew of 135. At daybreak 
the Lopez was lying 1,000 feet off shore, 
with a list, to starboard of seven degrees.

Crews of life-saving stations in the 
vicinity have not been able to reach the 
Lopez because of the high seas and the 
heavy mist, but it was said that the 
vessel was in no immediate danger.

A wrecking tug from this city reached 
the steamer early to-day, and passing a 
line to the Antonio Lopez, endeavored 
to pull the steamer off the beach. The 
sea was still running too high to make 
a transfer of the passengers immedi- 
atcly feasible, even if there were any 
vessel nearby of sufficient capacity to 
receive them.

The passengers are being transferred 
in life boats to the wrecking tugs. The 
sea is so heavy that no attempt will be 
made to bring the passengers ashore 
until the weather moderates, 
i J ttCr k°Pcz !*y on a sand bar about 
1.0(H) feet off shore when the wreck was 
d.«-covered by Edward Baker, son of Cap- 
tain Charles Baker, captain of the Point 
of Woods life saving station. Captain 
Baker was absent, but his son took 
charge, and soon assembled a. volunteer 
corps of fishermen. Several attempts 
were made to launch the lifeboat, but 
the surf was running too high on the 
beach and the vessel lay so far from 
the shore that the life savers were un­
able to shoot a line over her to set up 
the breeches buoy apparatus.

A request was forwarded to New York 
city for wrecking tugs, and within a few 
hours two of them reached the scene 
and passed lines to the stranded steamer. 
They were unable to move her. and the 
Lopez then hoisted signals asking that 
small boats be sent from shore to take 
off the passengers, who were frightened.

After daybreak Acting Captain Baker 
and his men got several surf boats 
launched, and the transfer of the passen­
gers to the wrecking tugs began. Women 
and children were taken first, and the 
men followed. The rescue work pro­
ceeded regidlf.

Y0URHATS.”

Women Got Mid When Asked to 
Take Off Their Hats in Church.

Rev. Mr. Crews Talks to Women in 
Mission Meeting.

Men Lift Their Hats on All Occa­
sions—Are Spoiling Women.

(Special Despatch to the Times.)
Guelph, Ont., June 10.—After compar­

ing the life and trials of the women of 
China to that oi ease and pleasure of 
the women of Canada, Rev. W. H. Crows, 
before the Women’s Missionary Society 
convention at Knox Church last evening, 
expressed the grave fear that there was 
the danger of Canadian womanhood 
being spoiled by courtesies from the men, 
and in return he said when the men 
asked the women to take off their hats 
in church they got mad. A man meets 
a woman on the street and he takes off 
his hat to her, no matter how cold the 
weather. In a street car he gives his 
seat to her, no matter how tired he may 
be. Sometimes he gets thanks; some­
times not. Men take women to the skat­
ing rink or the opera and then out to 
supper. The bill may run high, but 
they do the right thing by the ladies. 
She lets him do it, and sometimes boasts 
of what he has spent on her. This goes 
on all the time, and when the women 
arc asked to remove their hats in church 
for the benefit of the men they get

Mr. Crews has been active ill the anti­
hat campaign in Guelph, aud lie spoke in 
all seriousness last night, lie said, not 
only because of the danger of Canadian 
womanhood being spoiled, but because 
he had been warned that he was likely 
to lose what little popularity lie might 
have in the church, should lie continue 
in his views.

The church was filled with delegates 
from all parts of the Hamilton Confer­
ence, and this appeal seemed to ruffle 
but little the sea of jnillinery, although 
a number of hats had been removed 
earlier in the service in response to 
gentler hints.

Remains of Archbishop Duhammel
