Dullness and declining prices have been the most
conspicuous marks of the trade this week, or at
least those with which the market closes. Buyers

and sellers have been hopelessly apart on wheat and

done. Holders have not beem inclined to press
sales, and gemerally refuse to sell at a
decline. Stocks have been decreasing, and
stood on Mondsy morning as follows :—Flour,
15,793 barrels ; fall wheas, 141,552 bushels ; spring
wheat, 164,920 ; oata, 4,000 ; bariey, 182,425 ; peas,
45,338 and rye, 2,840 bushels against on the corres-
ponding date last year :—Flour, 12,000 barrels ;

During last week markets were inactive, with both

Rather higher rates were obtainable
im the neighbourhood of Paris, and several of the
northern ts, where native wheat ranged
st 308 %0 348 per 100 kilos, according to quality
(52 2d to 508 2d per 480 1bs). The week’s analysis
of the trade showed wheat to have advanced in
17 and declined in only two markets, outof 73
from whenoe reports were received. Flour like-
wise sold more readily, and a slight improvement
occurred in several districts. Contrary winds hav-
ing kept vessels out, the aggregate arrivals at the
principal ports only amounted to 120,000 qrs,
against 215,000 qus in the previofs week. Foreign
‘wheat has been firmly held for more meney in most
of the coast markets. As Marseilles the arrivals of
wheat for the week ending 13th inst., amounted to
about 57,000.qrs, and the stock in the docks had in-
creased to 183,000 qrs. The wheat market was ac-
tive, a8 there was a good demand for
Switzerland. Belgian markets were firm and at
Antwerp a large specuiative business was being dome
n both wheat and rye ; red winter wheatstood at
equal to 27s to 288 per quarter.
