Bathe the 
adder twice a day with lukewarm prater, and 
then dry thoroughly with a soft doth.

STBINGHALT.

Bkamsvtllb—I have a fine horse ten years 
old who is now getting string halt. Can you tell 
me what caused, or where is the complaint ; can 
It he cured, if Jt can please tell me what I shall 
do for him.

STIFLE JOINT LAMENESS,

A correspondent offers the following In reply 
to “ Walton’s" query in our issue of February 
88th, whj^ asked for a remedy for stifle joint 
lameness:—".Push your oolt up to the side of the 
■tail; boat him there, leaving bnt four inches of 
play sideways: box him in front, breast high; 
behind, breach high, leaving about eight Inches 
play back and forward. Place two boards under 
belly for him to rest on when tired, and leave 
head unhaltered. Place the lame leg in aet-cf 
stepping forward supported by a slanting board. 
Push the bone back to its Diace by hand. Keep 
the horse in that box five week*. Let the stable 
be property lighted ; no cross light to Injure his 
eyes, blister as directed In Tmc Mail. Subse­
quent treatment, gentle exercise for a few days, 
and then steady moderate work. While confined 
feed on soft food. We cored a horse that had 
been lame eighteen months by the above treat­
ment. -

LICE IN CATTLE.

Mr. John Collins, a practical farmer, of Wal- 
deihar, contributes the following on the above 
subject:—“ I often notice in the agricultural de­
partment of The Mail, enquiries about the beet 
method of ridding cattle from lice. I may say 
that I possess the grand secret, which I propose 
to impart to those who need It, and which is at 
once simple, safe, cheap and efficacious. Take 
A couple of common red bricks, sound in texture, 
end free as possible from grit, but soft. Place 
them on a table, one on the other, and rub them 
together into dust, then put the powder into a 
flour dredger or rough pepper box, and dredge 
along the back and behind the toil and ears oC 
the animal affected, and I will guarantee a do!

BUBFTOB GROUND BONES.

G. B. D.—Will yon Jpleasetell me tl
columns of Thk Mail what is the________ _
between ground bones and bust ones. Is one 
ton of ground bones as good a fertilizer as two 
tens or burnt 1

Burnt bones, or bone black, which is made by 
charring the bones ia close vessels, may be use­
ful as a fertilizing agent in the proportion 
named when compared with ground bones. It 
Is generally admitted that considerable loss ia 
occasioned by the charring process, but whether 
It would amount to one-half la a question un­
decided. Perhaps some of our readers who 
have tested burnt and ground bones will give 
their experience for the benefit of “G. B. D ’ 
and others. Bones may be reduced so as to be 
very useful without a large emount of labour, 
and very little expenditure. One plan Is to 
break them with a sledge, and then place them 
in alternate layers with stable manure, the 
4Æ.er® °* bones to be about six inches thick. 
When completed, cover the whole with "six 
Inches of sod. The bones readily dissolve, and 
add to the strength of the compost.

A CASE OF OYER-FEEDING.

Westport.—I have a valuable horse which 
gives indications of great pain by falling dbwn 
and being unable to rise again tor 84 hours. He 
was affected with tnflamation of the kidneys. 
We administered sweet spirits of nitre, saltpeter, 
(tin. spirits of turpentine, and juniper end the 
inflamation has entirely left him. He is is very 
lame in one of his hind quarters, his leg giving 
way under him at every step. This no donbtle 
caused by a want of Jproper action of his kidney 
on that side, as the seventy of the complaint has 
rested on that leg or quarter from the beginning. 
He eats and drinks well, looks well ont of his 
eyes, keeps his flesh and does not appear slog In 
any way unless this weakness, which will leave 
him useless If it is not removed. Coaid yon 
give me information as to what can be done to 
remove this lameness ?

Your hone Is affected with a-disease arising 
from en excess of albumen in the blood, a result 
of standing Idle a day or twoand receiving a gen­
erous supply of food. Feed moderately, and give 
one drachm iodine of potassium night and 
morning, and continue for eight days. Then 
cesse, and if no relief in two weeks use the 
iodine again in one drachm doses daily.

FROZEN WHEAT AS SEED.

Some weeks ago enquiries were made by a 
North-West farmer regarding the use of frozen 
wheat for seed purposes. The matter was men­
tioned to several persons, among them Mr. Wm. 
Honnie, seedsman, of this city, who experiment­
ed with a number of frozen kernels received from 
the North-West The result exceeded the ex­
pectations of all who had taken interest in the 
subject as about sixty per cent of the kernels 
sprouted, and gave every indication of producing 
healthy plante.

CHEST FOUNDER.

Humbbrstonb—I have a horse affected with 
chest founder and lifting of the hind legs as If to 
pain inwardly.* Sometimes he appears all right, 
and at others he lifts—just raises the foot off the 
ground when standing. Occasionally he pushes 
his leg out sideways. I was told It was cramps, 
and some tsatd rheumatism, but It seems to me 
to be an toward pain. When I got him last fall 
he wee very dirty, so I got an experienced man 
to clean him and then I gave him resin salts and 
Balt peter mixed together, a tabfeepoonfnl twice 
a week and still continue the treatment.

It is caused by 
a feverish and inflamed condition of the foot in­
ternally and generally accompanies laminitis, or 
inflamation of the leaves or thin lamines which 
connect the hoof with tbe Internal tissues of the 
foot. In consequence of thin disorder the horn 
substance is not secreted in sufficient quantity 
and the hoof is dried as well of its necessary 
moisture.

DOMINION GRANGE.
Satisfactory Report of the Seoretary—Pro­

gress of the Organisation.
Ottawa, March 6.—This morning the 

Grhngers were in Committee on Education 
and Agriculture.

A meeting was held at 2.30 this afternoon 
in the City hall, Master Jabel Robinson in 
the chair.

Dr. Orton, M.P., addressed the meeting 
on the subject of farmers' banks. He took 
some credit for the Act to amend the laws re­
lating to loans, which be carried through the 
Hoots, although when first introduced it was 
opposed by tbe leader of the Government and 
both side* of the Hôàse. He deferred to hie 
bill now before the House of Commons to 
provide banking and loaning facilities to 
those engaged in agricultural pursuits.

Mr. Casit, M.P., agreed with Dr. Orton 
that the banking credit at present given to 
farmers was Boo short. The bill, he con­
sidered, would require several important 
changes.

Mr. Hksson, M.P., supported the views of 
the first speaksr, and thoognt tne present 
system was very unsafe, there being out of 
sixty millions or stock only seven millions of 
specie retained by Canadian Banks.

Mr. Fliming, M. P., strongly opposed the 
bill, which he considered impracticable.

Mr. Cochrans, }1. P., said he was s farmer, 
bnt he did not pretend^to be well posted in 
banking arrangements. H* thought farmers 
were to blame for not having more favourable 
legislation, as in his opinion they possessed 
the power in their own hands.

Messrs. Wallace, Spronle, Cookbnrn, Allan, 
and Quillet, members of Parliament,also gave 
their views on the subject, i

Examination of Exports by the Dominion 
House Committee. *

prepared for that purpose, in order to suc­
cessfully compete with the farmers of other 
countries. They would also recommend the 
raising of more stoçk and of a better class. 
The committee are aware that farmers Me 
not so educated in their haziness m to be sMe 
to attain tbe highest financial results, and 
would advise that text-books containing the 
elementary principles of agricultural educa­
tion be introduced into the Common schools 
so as the better to prepare the rising genera­
tion for their occupation in life.

FOURTH DAY.
Ottawa, March 7.—The Dominion Grange 

resumed its sessions again to-day. Mr.- 
Doyle, chairman of the Legislation Commit­
tee, presented his report, and among other 
things in it were the following :—

‘‘Yonr committee have received through 
yonr worthy" secretary a Urge number of 
petitions signed by 1,806 Patrons of .Hus­
bandry and other agriculturists praying the 
Governor-Qeneral-ln-Conncil to remove all 
duties from salt, pluter, and other fertilizes, 
and that the duty on agricultural implements 
be reduced to 10 per cent ad valorem; also 
praying that the present duty on wheat may 
notbe removed withou t that on flour being also 
removed. Year committee recommend thst 
• deputation from this Grange be authorized 
to wait on the Hon. the Minuter of Finance 
to present a memorial of this Grange asking 
that the prayer of these petitions be granted, 
•nd that memorials containing the same 
prayer be presented to the House of Com­
mons.

“ Your committee are of the opinion that 
soma legislation should be procured which 
would enable any farmer or other real estate 
owner to register a portion of such real estate 
M being exempt from sale for any debt incur­
red after the date of such registration, and 
for the publication of all each registrations.

“ Yonr committee regret the very great 
inconvenience to farmers in rural sections 
caused by regulations which confine the sale 
of peril green to licensed drugguts.

“ Your committee find that the law now in 
force in the Dominion with regard to tbe in­
spection of weights and meMures is in a great 
measure inoperative, owing to the fact that 
it is almost impossible for any person to get 
soales inspected at short notice.

“Yonr committee’s attention hM been 
drawn to a bill introduced into the Parlia­
ment of Canada, No. 71. entitled ‘ An Act to 
provide for the distribution of assets of in­
solvent debtors,’ by Mr. J. J. Curran. Yonr 
committee regret to hear that this bill asks 
for special législation in the interest of mer­
chants and thirty-one other classes of dealers 
and traders, especially providing that tbe pro­
visions of the bill shall not apply to farmers, 
grangers, oqmmon labourers, or workmen tor 
hire. Your committee recommend that this 
Grange should Mk the Parliament assembled 
to either throw ont the bill or zee thzt if 
pasted, it shell apply to all classes of her 
Myesty’s loyal subjects in Canada,”

To-day the Grangers presented an address 
to his Excellency the Governor-General, who 
made a suitable reply. Mr. Cookbnrn, M.P. 
for North Ontario, introduced the delegates 
to his Excellency, who conversed with them 
for a short time, after which they enjoyed the 
hospitality of Rideau hall The Grangers 
express themselves as greatly pleased with 
their vuit to Governmeot house.

HMtings, 26 to 3t;Hnron, 34 to47; Leeds and 
Granville, 28 to 36 ; Middlesex, 38 to 49 ; Nor­
folk, 16 to 21; Northumberland and Durham 
39 to 41 ; Ontario, 26 to 33 ; Simooe, 41 to 
50 ; Waterloo, 19 to 23 ; Wellington, 24 to 
37 ; York, 28 to 44. Four counties had not 
sent in returns, bnt exclusive of these the 
total increase had been from 780 in 1872 to 
936 in 1881, or an incrcMe of 30 per cent in 
nine years.

949 in 1872 sod $42,271 in 1881, or an in­
crease of 40 oar cent.

Mr. ERMATINGER moved that in the 
opinion of this House a system of land trans­
fer and registration similar to that known m 
the Toffens system is suited to the require­
ments of this province, and should be intro­
duced upon an optional or voluntary basis 
therein. In making the motion he referred 
to the expense and delay attendant upon the 
present system of the registration of land 
titles. The Torrens system, which simplified 
the process of transfer to a great extent, had 
been sdopted in the Australian colonies with 
great success. He called attention.to the 
evils arising under the present law, under 
which a man who told land had to produce 
his deed, trace back his title to the time 
when it originated, and clear np all flaws. 
The buyer on the other hand wm put to 
large ezpenae in investigating the title back 
to the Crown, and in searching the registra­
tion office for every deed which had been re­
gistered. Owing to the difficulty of tracing 
niws in titles under this complicated system 
many hardships were inflicted upon person» 
■who bought property in good faito, and who 
were often dispossessed after years of poeeee-

Mr. MEREDITH said the hon. member for 
Elgin wm entitled to tbe thanks of the House 
for introducing the subject. He thought it 
would be undesirable, however, to make any 
change in the law. In Australia the transfers 
of land were fewer than in this country, and 
therefore the Torrens’ system might work 
well there, while it might be open to objec­
tions here. He thought that the Government 
might consider the matter during the reosM 
and bring in next session some practical mea­
sure. He hoped, therefore, that hie bon. 
friend would withdraw the motion until the 
Government had considered it.

Mr. MOW AT said the object was a very 
important one. He agreed with the leader 
of the Opposition that many features of the 
Torrens system could be introduced with 
advantage. He agreed that it would be un­
wise to press the motion now. He believed 
the ultimate adoption of the system wm in­
evitable.

Tbe motion wm withdrawn. 
SUPERANNUATED TEACHERS’ FUND.

Mr. MoLAUGHLIN moved for »' return 
showing in each and every year lince 1871, 
inclusive, the amount of money paid by the 
teachers of Ontario into tbe Superannuated

Mr. MoLAUGHLIN moved the following 
addition to section 11 “ Any medical prac­
titioner or justice of the peace who colonr- 
ably gives a certificate or requisition for med­
ical .purpose*, without which liquor could not 
be lawfully obtained, or be obtained from a 
chemist or druggist in quantities of more 
than six ouneea, to enable, or for the purpose 
of enabling, any person to obtain liouor to 
drink m a beverage, shall for the first offence 
be liable to a penalty of not less than $10 or. 
more thàu $20, or for the second or snbae- 
|nent offence not leas than $20 or more than

The amendment wm adopted.
Mr. GIBSON (Hamilton) moved an addi­

tional section to the effect that any person 
who shall purchase intoxicating liquors dur- 
infc the hours after which by section 43 of 
the said Act the sale thereof is prohibited 
shall be-guilty of an offence under the Mid 
Act, and shall also be liable to the 
penalties by the 52nd section of the said 

. Act, unless snob person shall lodge an in­
formation within one week thereafter before 
a justice of the police or police magistrate 
against the person guilty of the sale of such 
intoxicating liquors.

After a discussion the amendment was with­
drawn.

Mr. MoLAUGLIN proposed that section 
11 of thei Act should be amended by adding 
the words, “ the Industrial Exhibition of 
Toronto.” He said that a license wm issued 
to the Industrial Exhibition Association, 
which association transferred the license to 
other, parties. During the holding of the 
exhibition in almost every part of the 
grounds, where there were accommodations 
for the sale of food, beer and other beverages 
were sold. This, he thought, should not be 
allowed.

On the suggestion of several members Mr. 
MoLangblia extended the amendment so as 
to apply to all similar exhibitions, and the 
amendment wm adopted.

a 2rrAiYA’ Mirc,h II-—In the Committee oe 
Agricultural Industries this morning three 
witnesses were heard, Messrs. O’Doberty, of 
Ottawa, Harrington, of the Entomological 

»nd > B. Landry, M.P. %tr. 
U Doherty made a statement regarding the 
sugar industry, and strongly urged the culti­
vation of sorghum. He stated that the cane 
could be cultivated with as great suc­
cess in Canada as it had been in 
the States, but the variety to be in­
troduced should be that known as the 
early amber. There were two useful pro­
ducts from sorghum, one was the syrup, 
which could be extracted and sold to re! 
bners ; the other was the sorghum seed, 
which made a first-class article ofjood for 
pattle. In order to farther the industry he 
suggested that the Government should give 
to the farmer aa a bonus $1 lot every ton of 
sorghum produced, and to tbe refiner a cent 
for every pound of sugar refined. This pohK 
had been adopted by several of the United 
estates with the result of making sorghum one 
of the leading industries. It would have the 
same result here, for our climate was well 
adapted to the cultivation of the oane.

Mr. Harrington advocated the engage­
ment of a State entomologist, on the ground 
that he could warn farmers in advance of the 
expected arrival of injurious insects and indi­
cate to them the remedies that they should 
use. Some people were of opinion that 
in this matter the experience of the United 
states was a sufficient guide to. Canada, but 
« a matter of fact there were hundreds of 
mseets in Canada, the habits of which were 
not familiar to ns. These insects fed on wild 
forest growths, and they were only waiting, 
as the Colorado beetle waited, for the culti­
vation of plants suited to their taste, to com 
meace their ravages. They might at any 
time commence to devastate our crops. The 
clover midget, which did so much barm lut 
Summer, would, he feared, during the com- 
ing season, do still more damage unless tbe 
farmers adopted the reihedies already pro­
posed for its extermination.

1*oot-and-Mouth Disease.

Portland, Me., March 8.—Dr. Bailey, 
State veterinary surgeon, denies that there 
•re seventy-two animals in the vicinity of 
Portland affected with foot-and-mouth 
disease. He says there are less than twenty 
cases there now. No new ones have been 
reported the lut ten days, and no animal h». 
died from the disease here.

Topeka, Ks., March 8.—The governor hu 
returned firm Neosho Falls, and reported the 
foot-and-mouth disease bad. A quarantine 
hu been established, Steps have been taken 
to raise money to buy up and destroy infected 
cattle. The district infected with the foot- 
and-mouth disease is thirty-five miles in area, 
and is rigidly quarantined. In the northern, 
western, and southern parts of the State the 
cattle are in good condition.

Osaqo, Ks., March 8.—Cattle men in this 
county at a meeting here to-night adopted a 
resolution requesting the governor to call a 
special session of the Legislature to take ac­
tion regarding month-and-hoof disease, also 
providing for a mass meeting of stock-owners 
on Saturday to perfect a thorough county or­
ganization.
