As the paper containing the re-
port has been sent to Canada and, is
reprinted with editorial approval in
Mr. Tarte’s own organ in Montreal and
in the government organ in Quebec, 8Sir
Wilfrid’s evasion is thought to be rather
transparent. If Mr. Tarte did not like
the report he would have prevented La
Patrie from reprinting and commending
it, and Mr. Casgrain points out that the
sentiments attributed to Mr. Tarte in
Paris are the same as those expressed
by bim at Si.

But one day he as-
tonished the transportation interests
by announcing & sudden change of
attitnde. A gentleman of Buffalo
named Connors, who had great wealth
and a rare gift for dealing with public
men, appeared on the scens. He took
in as smaller partners, an eminent
member of the Ontario Government,
and other men of influence. Then he
went to Mr, Tarte, and the minister
calmly handed over to him all the
exclusive privileges he wanted in
Montreal, and gave him concessions
for the construction of an elevator at
the terminus of the Welland can-
al.

MILLIONS FOR BUFFOLO.

Hence forward it was plain sailing
for Mr. Convors. He prepared his
prospectus and showed that the ele-
vators with their franchises wounld
pay large dividends on four millions.
Ont of the capital of the propoeed
company Mr. Connors is toget no less
than- $1,6 0,000 for the econcessions
and franchises, which he obtained
throungh Mr. Tarte without paying a
cent, unless he has secretly devided
the profits..

HEAVY FIGHTING IN THE PHILIP-

Last week has been one of the blood-
iest in the Pbilipp\ines since the war
began. The reports sent to Washington
show a total of 387 Filipinos killed, 12
officers and 244 men captured and a
great many wounded—number not
koown. It is probable that a great
mejority of the wounded will die, as the
Filipinos are without hospital facilities.
The American loss is placed at nine
killed and sixteen wounded.

TROUBLE IN WEST AFRICA.

A despatch from Accra, Gold Cosst
Colony, West Africa, dated Apnl 19th
says: The governor, Sir Frederick
Mitchell Hodgson, wires from Kumassi
vbat the tribes are rising again, and he
agks for assistance. The loyal Bekuis
have been attacked by the Ashantis and
500 have been killed. Itis feared that
this will compel them to join the re-
bellion. Evidently .the matter is ex-
tremely serious, and was minimized
until it was too late.

RUSSIA AND JAPAN.

A recent despatch from Yokohama
says : If the quick and nnsteady de-
spatch of telegrams from Korea means
asught of a really serious nature, the
inference is that Japan and Russia are
lon the verge of war. Ountwardly,
bowever, there is absolate calm, and
the tone of the press is but slightly
bellicose. Japan, with the great fieet,
would make short work of Russia'g
naval force and command the situation
for the time at least, with all the ad-
vaotages - which an added prestige
would confer. The Japanese have besn
and are keen students of Russian his-
tory, and they know that her gaining a
foothold in Korea means the ultimate
passing of the peninsula under Russian
sway, and this nation is a unit of fight-

ing to the death against the*encroach:1
ment. 4

THE NEXT ON THE PROGRAMME,
It looks now as if the next war will
be between the United States and Tar-
key. The Sultan bhas1teceived an ulti-
matom from the United States Governs
ment insisting on the payment—
without farther delay of $100,000, as
indemnity for outrages perpetrated on
American missionaries. The Sultan
reems to be very backward about pay-
ing the sum. It igsaid that the United
States is considering a proposition to
seize the port of Smyrna temporarily
and collect the revenune through the
customs if the indemnity is mot soon
paid, Bat this plan will hardly work,
considering that there are some 8,500,
000 Mohsmmedans in the Philippines
who would very likely- join the insur-
gents’ thus undoing all the work deme
there and extending the war in all
diregtiong all oyer the islands.
