those with the bladder on ooe side will 
produce pullets.’ The old man wae so 
certain of the truth of this dogma, and 
his poultry yard so far confirmed it,that 
I dutemitoed to make exjieriinonta upon 
it this year. 1 have done eo, carefully 
registering every egg ‘bladder vertical,’ 
or, ‘bladder on one side,' rejecting every 
one in which it was not decidedly one 
nr the other, as in some it tel only very 
slightly out of tho centre. The follow­
ing is tbe result ; Fifty-eight chickens 
were hatched, three are dead, eleven 
arc yet too young to decide upou their 
sex ; of the remaining forty-four, every 
on* has turned out exactly true to the 
ol«l man's theory.
