CHICAGO. URDERER
MAKES CONFESSION

Reveals Something of History of So-
Called “Black Hand” Gang—Is
No Really Organized Body.

Chicago, 1Ills., July 19.—By the
confession by a murderer the police
today obtained for the first time ac-
tual first ‘hand details on the man-
ner in whieh the “Black Hand”
hounds its vietim and kills them.
1‘0ny Baffa, a prisoner in the county
jail, made the confession: and ihe
implieated 'five other men . in ‘the
killing of Guissreppe Fellippelli, who
Was shot-on the night of April :12
last. One of the men he mamed is
in jail, ‘having been arrested-. with
Bafta at the time of the crime. Three

other 'ig"‘being sought by detectives.
The confession ‘is hideous. *n some
of its revelations. It ' confirms :the
belief of the police officialg all «ver
the ‘world that the “Black Hand™ is
not* a' large. and concrete organiza-
tion, but that the depredations of
[talian’ extortionists are commilied
by small and isolated bands of the
lowest social type, who prey upon
their industrious countrymen. B.fia
who ig only 19 years of age, says
Fellippelli was carrying a baby when
he was set upon after his igniring
a demand for $2,000 and that the gang
went after him with a club, a ham-
mer, a revolver and several stillettoes.
The vietim was cut down before the
eyes of his mother, who -also was
carrying a baby, and five older chu
dren. Nor was Fillippelli, who was
a grocer on Greenwood avenue, _:hc
only victim of the organiza®on
Baffa tells ‘of many other persons
who fell befofe the stilettoes of ‘Lim-
self and his 'companions,- because
they refused to be blackmailed. For
a strange Teason, whieh probably bas
its root in the etiquette of' extor‘inn-
ists murderers, Baffa’s gang ol)]e(‘l‘.o‘!
strenuously ~ when the ' appelation
“Black Hand” was applied to them.
The band’s name was “The Society
of Justice,” and one of their iea-
sons for hating Fellippelli was thm'
he called them “Black Hands
when scorning their demands icr
money. Baffa’s confession was the
result of mingled remorse and Te-
sentment towards his. fellow ~con-
spirators, because he said they fail-
ed to furnish him with aid they nad
promised him.

SHAH DEPOSED.
Persian Ruler Succeeded By Twelve
Year Old Sen.

St. Petersburg, July 17.—The Rus-
sian foreign office last night rvcgl\'o:l
a dispatch from M. Sabelin, cHarge
d’affaires at Teheran, filed at noon,
saying that the shah had taken refuge
at the Russian summer legation .l
Zerzende.

After much fighting throughout the
night the voyalist froops outside . the
vity retreated - to ‘Sultanabad. The
shah and two of his sons immediately
left the‘palace and drove hurriedly, .to
the Russian legation, escorted by.200
soldiers. The Russian government a
Aay or twd Higo ‘mstructed 'its ministér
at Teheran, ‘to grant thé shah asylum
chould he agk it. But “at the same
time it gave notice that the fact ol
his u-vkiﬁg the protection of Hzg Rus-
sian legation would ‘be considered
equivalent to his having been deposed
from the throme.

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FOR THEIR HOMES

Workmen Allege They Had to Buy
Positions in the Pressed Stec' Car
Plants.

Pittsburg, July 15.—Scandal "= de-
veloped in connection with’ the stiiice,
and an investigation of su interra-
tional aspect is now beiag urged by
friends of the foreign :worxmen whc
clainr that they have been beaten :.ut
of -all their earnings and their labor
for years’ by under-officia 3 ot this<
great plant. 'Close investizations of
conditions that have turned the 1( 000
workmen into so many beas‘s }vipes
to light the fact that workmen h-ve
been .compelled on application to puy
to some one from $10 to $50 for a juh
at the McKee’s Rock plant and tiat
even after 'paying this their posiii 'ns
were not immune, but in most cases
they 'would be discharged at th. end
of a few weeke to make way for some
fr(n:‘h fellows with the entrance fen.

Nor was any discharged . priicnat
barl;ed from re-applying for work
again at the plant, according to the
workmen who are striking. They .1-
lege they could get their old jobs back
Or a new position just as often as
they had the money to pay for it. Who
got this .money is the question that
the workmen ask and is to be investi-
gated. Tt is alleged that when the
| plant was running full time and over-
{1111()_t111> graft from the workmen want-
ing jobs amounted to as high as $1,000
a month.

The pool system which has so en-
raged the workmen is admitted today
a8 but a plan to make the workmen
pay the wages of each foreman. TUn-
til' 1907 the company- paid the wages
of the foremen, but sinece that time
the 25 to 40 cents per hour for fore-
men has been taken out -of the pool
formed out of the workmen’s wages.
The workmen also aver that they have
been compelled to ‘deal at the com-
pany’s store,,practically inside the
grounds, that if they dealt elsewhere
they were discharged at once. The
store is owned and operated by the
 Pressed Steel Car Company, evidently
1'tlmugh in a roundabout way, for there
is a law in Pennsylvania against com-
pany stores.
