Cream, one-quarter 
cupful of butter substitute and add 
two-thirds of a cupful of sugar and 
one well beaten egg. Mix and sift to­
gether 2^4 cupfuls of-flour, 4% tea­
spoonfuls of baking powder and half 
a teaspoonful of salt Combine the 
two mixtures, adding one cupful of 
milk, and flavor with half a teaspoon­
ful of orange extract. Beat hard, add 
one large cupful of ripe blueberries 
and bake in a shallow greased pan.
Serve cut in squares with a foamy or 
hard sauce.
