Popular sentiment unanimously lay­
ers an abandonment of the Galicia of­
fensive in favor of a gigantic drive ou 
the French capital. In the streets. In 
•hops, everywhere that people gath­
ered to talk of the victory over the 
Russians, was voiced the belief that 
the Galician army hosts should be hur­
ried from the scenes of triumph in 
the east and hurled against the French 
and British lines in Northern France.

Obviously no hint has come from the 
war office regarding what Is to follow 
the fall of Lemberg; but well-informed

Mackensen's armies would be seen in 
action along the Franco-Flanders line 
in the near future. The general belief 
is that Germany will send reinforce­
ments into the Russian Baltic prov­
inces, and renew the assault upon Riga.

The Kaiser is said to be determined 
to deal the Capr’s armies a blow from 
which they cannot well recover before 
starting a fresh offensive in the west.

Although unofficial reports have been 
received to the effect that Sergt. George 
Duguid, 240 Horton street, and Pte.

An appeal for food is made in a let­
ter received by Mrs. McLeod from her 
son last week. The letter is written 
from Barracks 63. Gottingen. Hanover, 
Germany, and says in part:

"When we were captured we had a 
two days’ ride in the train before we 
reached our destination. We are very 
well cared for, except that we don’t get 
(here the next three words are deleted 
by censor. The words are presumably 
“enough to eat"). I would like to get a 
parcel from you containing some food. 
We are allowed to receive a ten-pound 
box, but do not send any papers or any­
thing about the war, but do not forget 
that we can have such things as cigars 
and food.

“We were taken on April 24. I hope 
the war will soon be over, and I hope 
to see Canada once again. We are al­
lowed to write four postcards and two 
letters a month.’’

Pte. McLeod is 21 years old. He had 
lived in London tor several years, and 
was bom In Scotland. He had been em­
ployed here at the George White & Sons 
Company, and enlisted with the 78th 
Nova Scotia Highlanders, and was 
transferred, with many others, to the 
48th Highlanders At Salisbury.

Several letters and cards have been 
received by Mrs. Duguid from her son, 
Sergt Duguid, who is in the same bar­
racks at Gottingen with Pte. McLeod. 
He was employed, before he enlisted, in 
the ,48th Highlanders, at the Toronto 
branch of the McClary Company.

Lady Beck submitted the informa­
tion she had secured to the executive 
of the Red Cross Society in this city, 
who decided to ask Mrs. Edward Cleg-

horn, who is at present working in the 
Red Cross Information Bureau in Lon­
don, England, to keep this branch of 
the society informed by night letter, 
as often as necessary, of the condi­
tion and whereabouts of the wounded 
soldiers from London and the imtned- I 
iate vicinity. The ladies felt that in 
this way they would be able to help 
the relatives to obtain information 
without any delay. The executive also 
decided to have a special fund to pay 
for the reply paid cables, when the 
families were not in a position to pay 
for them.

Russian retirement through Galicia, 
entailing the evacuation of Lemberg, is 
likened by Russian critics to Gen.
Joff re’s retreat to the Marne in the first 
part of the war. They explain that 
such a successful retirement, keeping 
the army intact, is in no wise equiva­
lent to defeat. As Gen. Joffre was not 
afraid to permit the Germans to ap­
proach near Pals, so the Russians claim 
not to be alarmed by the approach of 
the Austro-Gertnan forces to Russian 
territory.

May Change Tune. •
The evacuation of Lemberg, it is felt 

here, can have no strategic importance 
other than the loss of a large populated 
centre. The firmness of the Russian 
stand on the River Tanew leads to the 
belief that the Russian army will soon 
reach its own border, where, upon being 
reinforced, it may prove the German 
elation over victory to have been pre­
mature. This belief is strengthened by 
the failure of the German army to make 
material pogress at other points along 
the front.

Enemies Held Back.
Thus far the German operations in 

the region of Lemberg have exerted no 
apparent effect on the situation along 
the Dniester River. At only one point 
on the entire length of this river, 
which for weeks marked «he southeast­
ern fighting front, have the Austro- 
Germans managed to establish them­
selves with any permanency on the 
fight bank. Here in the region near 
Nizniow the Germans effectually 
crossed the river, but according to 
details learned today of a severe bat­
tle at this point, the Austro-Germans 
have been repulsed with heavy losses 
and compelled to sacrifice many 
strongly fortified points.

No Weakness Shown.
They still maintain, however, their 

position on the right bank of the 
river.

On the front extending from the 
Tanew to a line west of Rawa Ruska, 
the Germans have been successfully 
held, and no weakness in the Russian 
position is in evidence here as a re­
sult of the Russian evacuation of 
Lemberg. Russian observers are 
optimistic regarding the early re-cap­
ture of the Galician capital. The city 
suffered no property damage.

[Canadian Press.)
Paris. June 24.—An official note made 

public in Paris today gives details of 
land operations on the north side of 
the Dardanelles between June 1 and 
June 8, and récites that as a result of 
attacks by the French and the British 
a gain of from 150 to 300 yards along 
a front of over a mile was made. Brit­
ish troops took over 500 prisoners.

The text of the communication fol­
lows:

“Our offensive movement during the 
Iasi two weeks of the month of May 
had been gradual, the line moving for­
ward in small sections and making its 
way from one vantage point to the 
next point of support.

Attack on Whole Front.
“But on June 4 the whole line was 

ordered to attack. The idea was to 
keep the enemy occupied at all points 
simultaneously, thus preventing him 
from bringing up reserves at any one 
point, and at the same time giving 
our men further opportunity to or­
ganize positions already captured by 
them.

I "At about 11 o'clock in the morning 
the bombardment of the enemy posi­
tions was begun. Owing to a long 
period of dry weather huge clouds of 
dust were thrown up ty the shells 
and w'ere blown back to our lines by 
a north wind, a condition which made 
our firing .difficult. Thq enemy mad:; 
only an occasional reply to tiie, hall of 
our "75" guns.

Batteries Slienccd.
"Toward noon om aeroplanes report 

ed that al.l of the enemy’s batteries 
had been silenced. Our infantry, at a 
given signai, rushed from the trenches 
and from the cliffs which dominate 
the gulf of Saros in the direction of 
the deeji ravine at Kereves Dere.

“As the Allies advanced, the bayo­
nets of the men anil the swords of 
their officers gleamed under the bright 
sunshine. The principal attack was 
made upon the Turkish position lo­
cated opposite the British trenches. 
British soldiers charged these trenches 
of the enemy, and found that a ma­
jority of tiie Turkish defenders had 
been killed by the melinite shells.

British Success.
“Without stopping at their first 

success our Allies charged again and 
were successful in occupying the sec­
ond line of trenches. At this point 
they were given support which per­
mitted them to turn about and attack 
and capture a Turkish redoubt, whicli 
still held out. They took also further 
positions situated on the right and the 
left of the first line of trenches, and 
gained ground approximately 506 yards 
In depth.

French Gain, Too.
“The French charged simultaneously 

with tiie British against, tiie Turkish 
positions situated in front of Kereves 
Dere. The first line soon was taken 
as was also a Turkish fortress which, 
with I he ditches surrounding it, was
