"The reader may ask," writes Fred Lieb in the Telegram.why 
Ruth's shortcomings have been protected so long by baseball writers. 
This writer can answer only for himself. It was no pleasure to shatter 
the Ruth ideal. To many boys Babe Ruth was a bigger man than t 
resident. He was the super-baseball star and their ideal. There was 
no need to destroy this ideal when Ruth injured no one but himself.

The manufacture of glossy ideals is no part of a reporter s business. 
Indeed, it distinctly is not his business. I might add parenthetically 
that it will take a good deal more than a $5,000 fine and a long suspen- 
sion to whittle Ruth down to the stature of Calvin Coolidge in the eyes 
of young America. Ruth may have had a bad season, but when, speak- 
ing from the standpoint of popular interest and excitement, did Calvin 
Coolidge ever have a good one?.

However, the point I have in mind is that Babe Ruth never went 
about and requested baseball writers to doll him up as an ideal for 
growing boys. The reporters did that on their own responsibility. Now 
that the crash has come they ought to take the consequences and not 
try and shoulder the burden off on to the shoulders of Ruth.

* * * *
I confess on my own account the most romantic sort of feeling 

about Ruth. He has been and remains an ideal to me, although I never 
was deceived by the sentimentalized pictures. I doubt if many, young 
or old, ever were. In actuality he was more exciting than in the counter- 
feit presentation. I talked to a man who came north with him when 
Ruth, an interesting invalid, was lifted on board the train at Chatta- 
nooga. My informant felt that Ruth had not strictly followed the orders 
of the doctors, who had counselled him to fight his fever with rest and 
relaxation.

"I thought," said my friend, "that he was foolish to order that 
second steak for his breakfast, and when he reached over to my plate 
and swiped two lamb chops, I felt sure it wouldn't be good for him.

it has to get the crowds:; to get 
crowds it has to win games, to win 
games it has to get players; to get 
players it has to find jobs and 
scholarships—there's no end to it.

Here’s a school which last year 
had a stadium which seated 40.000 
persons. This year, it has a stadium 
which seats 110.000. Bonds have been 
sold for the building of the stadium, 
and it has to pay. At about this 
stage football begins to take on 
many of the adjuncts and appurten- 
ances of big business.

Building big stadia has become a 
sort of epidemic in America. The 
total investment in these structures 
runs into an astounding number of 
millions, ,

There is a more or less standard 
formula in getting them under way. 
The first move is to tap some mil- 
lionaire, after whom the field will be 
named, for a big donation. Perhaps 
a memorial gate, bearing the name of 
the donor, will yield a big slice of 
the construction funds. Then begins 
a drive for funds organized as 
scientifically as a liberty bond drive. 
The community is, of course, aware 
of the advertising value of a bis 
stadium, and business and profes- 
sional men are carefully run down. 
The under-graduate body is drained 
dry. There is a patriotic fervor in 
the enterprise. The town and col- 
lege rise up and "put it across, even 
if they have scraped the community 
as clean as the floor of Death V alley.
