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DURRANT DOOMED.

The Jury Absent Only Twenty Min-
utes—A Never to Be For-
gotten Scene.

The Murderer's Mother Swoons—All
Else Satisfled With the -
Dread Verdict.

Sax Fraxcisco, Oect. 31.—Distriot At-
torney Barnes yesterday appeared as the
central figure in the trial of Theodore Dur-
rant. While the spectators in the crowded
court room craned their necks to catch
every word of the speaker, he delivered
what ia considered in many respec’s one oi
the strongest arguments ever made to a

California_jury.. -Aside. from: being. I,Qxhll:‘
and convincing in his dizcussion of the testi-
mony, he made two or three dramatic by-

plays that put to a severe test the iron
nerves of the prisoner. Of these scenes the
most impressive took place in the early
part of his argument, when he spoke of
how counsel for the defence had invoked
the spirib of - Blanche Lamont, and voiced
her thought by saying : ** Leb him go free;
he harmed me not.” While looking in-
tently at the frame bearing Miss Lamont’s
dross, which stood nsar the jary box, and
telling how throngh the leng days of the
trial he had seen the young schoolgirl
clothed in all her innocence and purity, Mr.
Barnes reached the olimax of the scene,”

Turning upon Darrant, who was seated
only three feev away, the distriot attorney
with clenched fista and in a voice of thunder
exclaimed: I see her mow. There she
stands behind him ab this very moment, not
prayizg for vesgeance for her deep and
remediless wrongs, not for the law’s retri-
bution upon her murderer, but with uplifted
hand and streaming qyes praying that God
will not puo it into your hearts, by a mockery
of a verdiot of mot guily, to set free this
monster to prey upon other souls, pollute
with vile hands the unsullied snow of other
children and defy anew that God of justice
whose ministers you are.”

He continued : ** The individaal who per-
petrated this hideous murder with which the
defendant stands charged, and which has
harrowed the soul ard frozsn the blood of
this commuaity, is no ordinary criminal,
and his crime is without a parallel. It was
not committed under a blind and faurious
impulee o avenge some real or fancied wrong
to his person, his property or his character,
nor from wmotives of gain, nor in the commis-
sion of robbery, not yet utder the hob spur
of jealousy, that hell of the injured lover,
but it was in every a cold-blooded,
vicious murder. It was withount the slight-
esh provocation or apparentexcuse or pailia-

innocent and. helphg maiden, in years al-
most & child, almost a stranger in our oi

with a relative and engage uggie
to obtain an education as a teacher in the
Normal school. She was undeveloped in
mind, pure in lifé and in thought, unsus.

nons of the qualities which are supposed to
arouse the evil passions of a seducer and
libertine.

** For the soene of his dreadful assault the
murderer selected an evangelical church,
dedicated to the worship of God, a temple
where the doctrines and life of Jesus Christ
were taught and illustrated in Sabbath
assembly, in mid-week prayer meeting and
in social gatherings. Ho took the life of his
victim, not with the savage mercy of the
quick pistol, or the silent knife, bat he tor-
vured her with the lingering process of
strangling, driving his cruel fingers deep
into the tender flesh of her delicate throab,
and so fiercely did he do his devil’s work
that the stigma of his crime remained until
the discovery of her corpse, oclearly
discernable as the cause of death, not only
by the expert medical examiner, but by the
most unlearned observer. What other, if
any, wrong was done her before her soul
escaped and went to heaven we do mnot
know. The-advancement of natural decom-
position bsfled investigation and made
knowledge impossible, bus ‘we . know that
either living, or dying, or dead, she was

ed the poor body with blocks of wood, and
left it there torot in, nakedness and wither
in the cool western wind that swepv-through
the lofty spire.

wall ; a name never, spoken ; and oblivion,
personal and social, for poor lost Blanche
Lamont—and He was right for the moment.
The wrath of God, whose law he had wio-
lated and whose temple he bad desecrated,
seemed to slumber. The murdersr went his
guilty way with his' nndivnlged crime, na-
soathed, unwhipped of justice, while his vio-
tim lay in the spire that poluts its tapering
finger to the sky, as if reprosching its Ruler
for his unmoving indignation, - ‘

Durrans was the least affected person in
the court roowm during the entire proceed-
ings. While Mrs. Noble the dead girl’s
lnn& wept silently, and everybody else was

illed with the impressiveness of the
¢oene, Durrant sat stolid and indifferent.
As the district attorney’s last words were
uttered the prisoner whispered something
i the ear of his mother, who sat pear him,
and smiled as if pleased at the wit of his own
remark.

Sax Franoisco, Nov. 1.—Theodore Dar-
rant was to-day oonvicted of the murder of
Blanche Lamon$, for which he has been on
trial since July last. The jury were out 20
minutes and arrived at the verdict on the
first ballot, As there was no recommenda-
tion of mercy the punishment was fixed at
death,

. JudgeMurphy finished bis charge ab3:30
and the jury ab omce retired. Although
there was supposed to be little prospeot of
a verdiot before late this evening the spec.
tators who had remained fn the overcrowded

-court room all the afternoon settled them-
selves back in their seats to await the re-
turn of the jury, -

Mrs. Durrant and the prisoner talked and
laughed as if an acquittal were a foregone
conclusion. The convereation was animated
when it became whispered aboub that the
jury had agreed upon a verdict. In an in-
stant a hush fell upon the circle. Darrant’s
face assumed a ghastly hue and hie mother
was - speechless. Then the jary filed
in. Intense excitement followed; the
room, though ocrowded, was almost
as quiet as if it had been vecint. Judge
Murphy was summoned and tock his place
upon the bench. The clerk asked whether
the jury had agreed. Foreman Warren
Dutton arose and replied in the affirmative.
¢ We, the jury,” said he, * find the de-
fendant William Henry Theodore Darrant,
guilty of murder in the firsb degree.”

As the aged foreman, pale and trembling
read the words, a low rumbling noise like
the roar of a mob arose from the rear of the
court room.  The next moment men were
cheering wildly, while women wept hyateric-
ally in their excitement, The tumult con-
tinued for a minute before anythinglike quiet
could be restored. When District Attorney
Barnes arose and asked ‘that.a’day be set
upon which the sentegea should be passed
upon the prisoner, J ge Murphy sald sen-
tence would be pal n Friday, v hen he
would also seb the day¥for the trial of Dar-
rant on the charge of Murdering Minnie
Williams,

As the lasb words of the verdict were
uttered Durrant made a spasmodic effort to
risé, but before he. could do so his mother
with a balf sigh, half groan, thgew her arms
around his neck and sunk bsck into her
chair. His mother’s grief seemed to make

Darrant’s father wug not inthe room when
the verdiot was returnéd. He had gone out
into the corridors, not believing that the
jury would return for.several hours, and
first learned that his son had been convicted
when a cheer went up from the crowd in the
building as the news spread.

Durrant recovered his old time composure
as soon as he left. his mother and prepared
to retgrn to the county jail. With his over-
coat swang carelessly over his arm, he
walked leisurely out of the room; twirling
his moustache with as little concern as if he
were merely a spectator instead of the prin-
cipal figure in vhe sceme. Mrs. Noble,
Blanche Lamont’s aunt and Maud Lamont,
the dead girl’s sister, were apparently the
bappiest persons in the room. When the
verdiot was announced Maud Lamont arose,
olasped her hands and then cried from sheer
excitement. Mrs. Noble mixed smiles with
tears and shook hands with a number of
friends wko crowded around to congratulate
her.

The oase will be appealed to the Supreme
court, and it is expected that nearly a year
will elapse before a decision will be obtain-
ed. While it is not thonght that any error
has been committed, the defence has em-
braced every opportunity to take exceptions
to the rulings of the court.

BRITAIN AND ASHANTEE.

. AocrA, Gold Coast Colony, British West
Africa, Ost.

adds that he is fully prepared for it, The;
verms of the British vitimatum were that the
King should bave » British commissioner in
his country, and that he should place
Ashantee under the protection of Great
Britain. He had until to-day in which te
reply. A strong foroe of Imperial and
native troops will now be dispatched to
Coomassie to bring the King to terms. * Sir
Francis Scout, »nspector-general of the Gold'
Coast forces, 18 now in England and will
leave for West Africa as soon as possible to
organize the expeditionary force, which is
expecved vo begin its advance by the middle
of December. In the meantime the troops
will be sent here from Lagos and other
places.

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MURDERER HOLMES.
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Poor Mrs. Pitzel Was Foreed
to Pass.

Prisoner Breaks Dewn Before the
Woman He Married Under
False Pretences.

PHILADELPHIA, Oct. 31,—In ocontinuing
the examination of Mrs. Pitasl yesterday
the prosecuting counsel asked :

“ Have you seen your hnsband since he
left St. Louis fo Philadelphia?” A.—¢ ]I
have never seen him since July 29:h, 1894,
nor heard from him since August 29th,
when I gob the last letter in his own hand.

was from Philadelphia.”
‘ Have you seen or heard from Alice,
Nellie or Howard since this man got pos-

session of them ? ” —** I have not heard from
them.”

‘* Have you seen them since?” Sobbing
bitterly, the woman answered. ‘I saw
Alice and Nellie lying side by side in the
morgue at Toronto. I never saw Howard,
except what balonged to him, in Indianap-
olis, in the coroner’s office.”

This ended the examination in chief* In
answer to questions from Mr. Rotan, the
witness said she was married to Pitzsl in
Galva, Ill, in 1878 She did not know whea
be and Holmes had first met. She thought
it was in 1889 She first met Holmes in the
restaurant at 63rd and Wallace streets, Chi-
cago, the ¢ Castle,” when she was with her
husband there in 1893. She did not see
much of Holmes until the insurance matter
came up. A long line of questions was put
to Mrs. Pitzel, many of whioch were ruled
out on the ground of irrelevance.

At 5:30 a recess was taken, and up to that
time her testimony had not been shaken.
Court reassembled at 7 o’clock, and daring
the few moments which' elapsed before the
business of the case was resumed Holmes sat
in the dock reading *‘ Stephens’ Digest of
the Law of Evidence.” At7:15 o’clock Mrs.
Pitzel’s trying ordeal was resumed. After
she had taken & liberal dose of medicine
frofh the nurse who accompanied her and
her ddughter Dessa, the oross-examination
was continued until 8:25, but developed
nothing to controvert her evidence in chief.
District Attorney Graham then showed
her the crayon portrait of Pitzsl, and she
said: ¢ Yes, that is a good picture of my
husband as he left home.” -

This concluded Mrs. Pitzsl’'s testimony,
and at 8:30 she gave way for her danghter
Jeannetbe, ‘' Dessa.” THer evidence was
largely corroborative of that given by-her
movher goncerning the departure of the chil-
drén and the subsequent travels of Dassa
and her mother under Holmes’ guidance to
the various cities named. :

Witness asked
bim where Pitzel and the children were, and
he said in South America. He refused to
give the name of the student from whom he
got the corpse, as years before he and
Holmes had swindled an insurance company
out of $20,000.. Beside, the student was a
prosperous man of family. He said he had
told Pitzel how to prepare the substituted
body. A few days before his arraignment
for conspiracy, to which he pleaded guilty,
he said the story about the substitution of a
body was not true, and that the corpse
found was that of Pitzel. Witness said :
*Well, Holmes, if that is the case, then you
have murdered Pitzel and the children.”
He said: ‘¢ No, I did not.” .
Holmes said Minnie Williams had the
children in London. ¢ The last time he
saw Howard,” he said to witness, ‘‘ was in
Detroit. Minnie Williams took dinner with
witness abt Glese’s hotel, and witness gave
Howard to her. Then he took the girls to
Toronto and left them at the firat station
outside the city, having pinned $400 on the
breast of Alice, who was to go to Niagara
Falle and wait for Minnie Williams and
Howard, when they would all go to London.
He had told Minnie to cut off Nellie’s hair
and dress her as a boy s0 as to avoid sus-
picion. He said when he lefv Indianapolis
he left the children’s trunks in a hotel on
West Madison streeb and never took them
awsy. .

Judge Arnold decided that no evidence
bearing on the murder of the Pitzel chil-
dren or on anything but the death of Ben-
jamin F. Pitzel should be introduced.

This will keep ount the story of detective
Geyer’s search and discovery of the ohil-
dren’s bodies, It will also prevent the sad
exhibition in open court of the bones of the
boy Howard Pitzel, the stove in which he
was burned, the toys and clothing which
the mother has identified, and the trunk in
which Alice and Nellie Pitzel were amother-
ed. This has broughd about a sudden
Qlulng of the commonwealth’s case.

_ MINING AT QUESNELLE.

QUESNELLE, Oct. 29.— (Special) ~The Un-
derwood combination dredge is in course of
construotion here. The method of con-
structing sizs No. 1 of the Underwood gold
dredge, is to build a scow 100 feet long by
24 feet wide, to be propelled by steam. On

the bow of thescow ig placed a bridge of the
regular construction, with the Underwood
combination attachments designed especially
for® ‘vdraulic dredging. The Underwood
vedge is a combination of the steam
_vel, thecentrifugal vacuum pump and the
These are so adjusted that
all shall go into effeot at the same time.
The plow point at the lower end of the
beam agitates the gravel, the suction diverts
the material thus moved into the tubes,
carrying it to the sluice boxes and the hy-
draalio lift forces any heavy substance which
may incline to the bottom of the stream into
contact with the intake, which flows at a
speed pressure equal to four times the speci-
fic gravity of gold.
_ The estimated capacity of the dredge is
1,500 cubic yards evory twenty-four hours,
thus it can be seen that the return will be
enormous, especially ae many spots are very
rich and the lowest average would be §1 per
cubic yard. On the Quesnelle river a few
years ago Chinamen obtained $100 per day
with long shovels. Every year a fresh de-
posit of gold is left, therefore the supply is
unlimited. This emterprise will give em-
ployment to about 20 men, and should it
prove a success three more dredges will be
built. The company holds ten miles of the
Quesnell, river from the mouth. Colonel
Underwood expects te work all through the
winter unlees the temperature becomes very
low or the ice ex¢sedingly heavy.

CATHOLIC OR GREEK? -

Soria, Oct. 31.—In the speech from the
throne at the opening of the Bulgarian Sob-
ranje, Prince Ferdinand did not refer to the
baptiem of his son Boris, in the orthodox
Greek faith, Prince Boris, who is . not yet
two years old, was expected to be baptized

a Catholic; but it has been reported that
his father, in order to win the support of
Russia, proposed to have him baptized in
the Greek faith. The ceremony was to have
taken place last Monday, although rumor
had it that Emperor Francis Joseph of
Austria was much offended at the proposi-’
tion. Whether the protestations of the lat-
ter, coupled with those of the Vatican, have
been influential in inducing Prince Ferdin-
and not to ocarry oub the ‘pro-
posed ceremony, or whether it has
actually taken place, is not known. The
report excited considerable interest in
Europe as tending to confirm the eral
impression that Prince Ferdinand had sold
himself to Russia. It has been understood
that the Czar’s first condition of his imperial
favor to Bulgaria was this change of the
young prince’s religion.
