The Rossland mines
are bearing out all the predictions and
promises made for them, but lots of the
best properties in Rossland will need a
great amount of capital befere they will
become dividend payers.

In the judgment of every competent
and excellent mining man the St. Elmo,
for instance, is certain to make a mine
of exceeding great value. It has an
enormeus ore body that will average
about $11 to the ton, which with proper
concentrating and smelting facilities
would give a profit of five dollars to the
ton in this ore, and as there are millions
of tons of ore of this classin the St.
Elmo, the dullest intelligence can appre-

They then name
a price for poling the river beyond the
reach of a man of ordinary means.
