nuwise and improper, that it is calculated to 
lower the dignity of his office, sow dissen­
sions among the Catholic people rouse up 
an anti-Catholic feeling with most injurious 
consequences to their influence in public 
affairs.

It is not generally known that the British 
volunteer force performed service as an in­
tegral part of the Imperal army during the 
Egyptain campaign. Bodies of post-office 
volunteers and engineers were in the field, 
and rendered good service. Their brief en­
rolment for active work marks a distinct and 
important step towards a fuller development 
of the military strength of the empire.

A patent has just been taken out in Ger­
many for an engine, the piston of which is 
driven backward and forward by small 
charges of gunpowder supplied at each end 
by an automatic arrangement. The ignition 
is effected by the motion of the piston, which 
draws in a flame of gas or spirit, the access 
being regulated by side valves, which also 
open outlets for the escape of the gases of 
combustion.

The Polish papers report that the Russians 
have concentrated over one hundred thousand 
men near Kischineff, in Bessarabia. It is 
stated that Russian army cantractors have 
been buying large quantities of wheat and 
oats in Gorlitz, and the Russian authorities 
on the frontiers have received strict orders 
to enforce the prohibition of the exportation 
of horses from the empire. The news is 
causing some alarm in South-Eastern Europe.

Land-hunger has led an English company 
to make the extraordinary offer of carrying 
away the waters of Lake Leman, provided 
they can have the laud thus laid dry. They 
not only ask for no subsidy, but are willing 
to pay 5,000,000f. for the privilege of doing 
the work. Their plan is to construct from 
its lowest depths a tunnel-like canal to a 
point some 20 miles distant, where the water 
of the lake can be made to run into the 
River Rhone. The bed of the Rhono is 
there about 250 feet below the level of the 
lake.

SONE tobaccos spurt up in tho pipe while 
smoking, with little crackling explosions. 
This is caused by the addition of foreign 
matter to assist the combustion. When the 
purity of the tobacco is not tampered with 
and it has been properly taken care of, this 
combustible foreign matter is wholly un­
necessary.

The British Government purpeses to annex 
the port of Maasowah, on the Red Sea. The 
object of the annexation is to employ the 
place as a coaling station for British vessels, 
and to ensure it from disturbance and hostile 
attack by placing it under the British flag. 
Massowah, from its position in the southern 
portion of the Red Sea, is already a place of 
commercial and military importance. Its 
population numbers three thousand, and it is 
defended by a strong garrison, under the 
command of an Egyptian governor. But it 
was not till the year 1865 that the place was 
annexed to Egypt. Up to that time it had, 
been claimed by Abyssinia, nor has the ruler 
up to the present moment ever ceased in his 
endeavours to recover it, and through it to 
establish a direct commercial connection be­
tween his dominions and the rest of the 
world. By means of this outpost British 
forces will be able to strike rapidly at an 
enemy on the Abyssinian and Egyptian 
borders.

It is confessed by observing American 
tourists in Great Britain and on the conti­
nent, that the great cities there are much 
better (governed that the great American 
cities. Emory Storrs, in a lecture in which 
he compared them was greatly applauded by 
his Chicago audience, he said—

I do not think that there is any of the cit­
ies that I have named that is not superior to 
us in merely municipal government. I do 
not believe there is a city on the continent, 
or an English city, from which, so far as its 
government is concerned, we have not much 
to learn, but very little to teach and a great 
deal to imitate. That is the truth about it. 
In those cities that I have visited are the 
streets like those in Chicago and New York? 
Not one. They are clean in Europe; they 
are not here. In no city in Europe do pri­
vate corporations appropriate the public high 
way. In every city in America they do. In 
no city in Europe—and I looked up and down 
it through the rain to-day—is there as magni­
ficent a vista of magnificent palatial business 
places as on Madison and Washington streets 
in Chicago; and in no city in the world 
would the extent of street disfigurement be 
permitted which is permitted on those two 
magnificent and all our magnificent thorough­
fares. There is no city in the world, I am 
pained to say, where the comfort of the indi­
vidual citizen is smoked and dusted out of 
him as it is from mouths of chimneys and 
furnaces in the city of Chicago. In no city 
in all of Europe is there so little attention 
paid to the protection and the security and 
comfort of the citizen as in this city. Now 
that is the Lord’s truth about it—and I am 
not a candidate for any office. Now there 
are plenty of men ou this platform who will 
certify to the correctness of all these state­
ments. There is not a city on the Continent 
that turns a drunken man from the bar-room 
into the street—not one. They do not dare 
to do it, for the drunken man is arrested, and 
so is the proprietor of the establishment 
where he becomes intoxicated—and the lic­
ense is revoked—and it is not revoked upon 
the application of any known committee. In 
no city in Europe—these are despotisms that 
I am talking about now, effete monarchies— 
in no city in Europe is there a tithe of the 
unpunished drunken brawls that you find in 
the cities of Chicago aud New York. In no 
city in Europe of the same population is 
there anything like the records of the assaults 
and homicides that you find in Chicago. It 
bears no comparison to it. In no city in Eu- 
is a man going home lute at night so insecure 
as he is here and in New York. I am not 
singling out Chicago—I am speaking of the 
misgovernment of American cities.

It is going to have a new Post Office 
and Customs Office combined “a la Freder­
icton. It has just purchased a new steam-fire 
engine at a cost of $3,775, and as if that were 
not a sufficient preservative against the at­
tacks of the devouring elements, the towns­
people have under consideration the introduc­
tion of Water Works. Improved plans for 
the first were received from Ottawa last 
week by Hon. Mr. Lindsay, and the report of 
the Boston Engineers on the latter has been 
published, and is commented upon by the 
Carleton Sentinel, that seems to incline to 
the scheme of pumping up water directly 
from the St. John, on the same principle as 
is being carried out here. Its cost is esti­
mated at $55,000, entailing an annual ex­
pense for interest and running expenses of 
$5,750.
