Many Burned to 
Death in Ruins.

GE Seattle, Wash., June 11.—A fire broke 
out in the nortrn waterfront during a 
hurricane last night, and was carried 
by the wind to a district to the east, 
ward thickly covered with wooden 
buildings, and in a short time twenty 
acres were ablaze, rendering five hun. 
dred people homeless.

The fire starting at railroad avenue 
and batteny street, destroyed all the 
buildings 'on six blocks, and picked a 
wooden house here and there in the 
surrounding district not entirely fire 
swept.

When the flames were at” their 
height, burning brands set fire to 
houses several blocks from the Main 
Street.

Alarinmg reports of the loss of life 
were circulated, but so far as can be 
learned there was no fatalities.

Just as the firemen had begun to 
despair of saving a large and popu- 
lous area east of Second Ave., the wind 
suddenly abated and a brisk rain be- 
gan to fall.

So far as known, only three persons 
were seriously hurt, although many 
firemen were slightly injured.

Sixty horses were burned in a stable

OTTAWA June 10.—Final figures of 
the revenue and expenditure for the 
last fiscal year ended March 31st last, 
made public by the department of fi- 
nance this afternoon, shows a record 
surplus of $22,092,185 in revenue over 
all ordinary expenditure. This ex- 
ceeds by more than $2,500,000 the pre- 
vious high record of 1907-08, and is 
$5 000,000 better than the estimate giv. 
en by the finance minister in his bud- 
get speech of December last.

The total revenue was $101,501,034; 
an increase of $16,500,000 over the pre- 
ceding year.

The total expenditure on consolida- 
ted fund account was $79,409,849, or 
$4,500,000 less than 1908-9. -

On capital account last year there 
were spent $34,114,994, including $19,- 
968,064 on construction of the National 
Transcontinental Railway.

Out of revenue last year Canada paid 
every item of ordinary and capital ex- 
penditure, exclusive of the National 
Transcontinental, and had more than 
$8,500,000 still left towards the con- 
struction of the railway.

Probably no other country in the 
world can show anything like so sat- 
isfactory a financial statement for the 
year, and with the revenue for this 
current year increasing at a rate of 
$1,500,000 monthly, indications pointo 
an even greater surplus for the twelve 
months.

The net debt of the dominion at the 
end of the fiscal year was $336,266,348, 
an increase during the year of $12,336,- 
000, due, as has been noted to three-fifth 
of the year's expenditure on the Nat. 
Tonal Transcontinental.
Estimate Greatly Exceeded.

In his budget speech Hon. Mr. Field- 
ing conservatively estimated the total 
revenue at $97,500,000. The actual 
revenue went $4,5$0.000 beyond his es. 
tiamte. He estimated the total ex- 
penditure on consolidated fund ac- 
count at $81,000,000. It fell short of 
this by $500,000. The principal items 
of revenue were as follows: Customs. 
$60,156,133: excise , $15 253,352; post 
office, $7,968.547; public works, in- 
cluding railways, $10,114 990; it iscell- 
aneous, $8,018,009.

"The principal items of expenditure on 
capital account were as follows; Public 
works, railways and canals, $27,571,- 
225; militia $1,299,970; railway sub- 
sidies $2,048,027.;. obunties, $2,411,095.

PINNED TO DEATH
Montreal, June 13.—Thirty-five 

people were pinned to death in the 
ruins of The Herald building which is 
being swept with flames at noon today.

The fire followed the collapse of a 
water tank which crashed through the 
building landing on the ground floor. 
The bindery girls and linotype men fell 
through the huge gaping holes in the 
building and were quickly buried un- 
der the machinery and timber. The 
crowds assembled outside the burning 
building could plainly hear the shouts 
of the dying inside, while the flames 
were slowly travelling towards them, 
but practically nothing could be done 
to save them. All the members of the 
editorial department escaped uninjur- 
ed, the dead and dying being mostly 
confined to the employees of the bind- 
ery and composing rooms. The flames 
were first confined to the upper stories 
of the building, but although all the 
fire apparatus turned out it was im- 
possible to control the fire which was 
fanned by a strong wind. At noon In- 
spector McMahon of the police force 
called upon those around him to or- 
ganize a rescue party as it was ago- 
nizing for the people outside to think

CIPAL RAILROAD

the Time "Mark my words," once said Sir 
William Van Horne to a deputation of 
the citizens of Guelph "the day will 
come when that little railway of yours 
will just about pay all your taxes."

The big railroad magnate referred 
to the Guelph Junction Railway, a 
short line some fifteen of sixteen miles 
in length, extending from the centre 
of the city to Guelph Junction, a point 
near Campbellsville on the main line 
of the Canadian Pacific Railway. Built 
by the people of Guelph away back in. 
1887,' it seems destined to fulfill Sir 
William's prophecy, for last year it 
earned the City of Guelph over $27,- 
500, and year by year its earnings are 
increasing by leaps and bounds.
It is by no means the first or only 

example of a municipally-owned steam 
railway. The unique feature about 
this little railway is not that it is own- 
ed by a municipality, but that in pro. 
cess of time it has become a link in
