of the old world, As Toronto was the
business oentre of Ontario the board of
trade might reasonably feel interested in
peeing that all that could be done would
be done for the good of both city and pro-
vince. The new country in’ the North-
west required to“be filled np, and he was
glad that many of Ontario’s hardy sons
had gome to redeem its fertile
acres from the prairie grass, and to make
them bear harvests of golder’grain instead.
Ontario men, trained in the ways of a new
country, were undoubtedly the best
pioneers that could be found for the North-
west. While this was going-on,there
might be foupd many old country farmers,
now paying hundreds of pounds a year for
rent merely, and making nothing b the}r
labors, who could buy a goed Ontarie
farm for the money they are now spending
in one year on - the landlord’s acres.

Going to court he informed the crown
counsel, who informed the judge, asking
leave to have the jury discharged. Coun-
sel for the defense opposed thir, as a man
was on trial for his life, and threw odium

on the crown of keeping the man in sus-

pense. Counsel for the crown repudiated
this, and said it was a case without pre-
cedent. The judge sent for the health
officers avd the chairmam of the health
board, and, having heard their evidence,
discharged the jury., The man, coming
out of the jury, walked right among the
lawyers, who stampeded. The sheriff paid
him, and he was discharged from
further attendance, The court adjourned
and to~night the health officials are
diginfecting it. The health department, it
is discovered, have been furnishing false

The Famous Elephant Makes & Gajlant
Attempt 1o Get Ont of Danger’s Way,
bat 1s Too Slow of Galt. 1

The rumor published in The World yes-
terday morning that Jumbo, Barnum’s
famous elephant, had been killed by a
freight train late on Tuesday night at St.
Thomas, turns out to be true. This will
be sad news to many thousands of people
both in America and Europe,
continents his gigantic elephantship has
afforded pleasure to the little ones and
wonder to the big ones for years, Jumbo
had such a famous record for keeping out
of harm’s way that it was thought quite
probable he would die & very natural
death, But that was not to be, and his
fate was sealed by an ignominious slaugh-
ter on the rail,

The manner of Jumbo’s death was as
follows: After the circus Jumbo, along
with the other animals, was taken from
the circus tent and removed to the London
and Port Stanley railway station, ‘where
the cars lay ready to receive them,
Jumbo and the baby elephant, who alwaye
“‘chum” together, were taken by their
keeper from the main treck of the Air
line to the L. & P. S. R. track, where the
cars were being loaded. As the two
e'ephants were being led across the- track

to the cars, s special train came along the |

Air line. track, which ‘is
for a  considerable distance. 1t
is supposed  the keeper of the
elephants did not see the advancing train
until it was close on them and all hope of
saving Jumbo was out of the question, The
train was moving rapidly, and before the
elephants could get off the track the engine
was upon them, Jumbo, being the heavi-
est animal, had less chance to get clear of
the track than his' companion baby ele-
phant, whé escaped with & broken leg.
Poor Jumbo was struck with terrific force
by the engine, which was derailed'in con-
sequence of. the collision. The engine
came to a standstill of the track, and
Jumbo lay - stretched - at full length,
-ppuent]ﬁ dead, on the otherside of the
road. is injuries were of such
character that he died shortly after the
collision.
