The Protestantism of the Prayer Book.

Such is the title of a. thin octavo of 171
pages just published. It is by the Rewv.
Dyson Hague, M.A., rector of St. Paul's,
Halifax, N.S. “As might be surmised from

“Auricular Confession.”. In the last of these
the suthor succeeds in showing that, what-
ever the practice may be in some gquarters,
auricular confession is not the- doctrine of
the Church of England. The atteution  of
the reader @l here called, and indeed
thrgughout the volume, to the countrast be-
tween the: Prayer Book, when only balf
freed fromr“‘papal errors”—the First Book of
1549—and asit now stands in what he calls
its reformed, ‘and Protestant purity.
**Auricular confession,” says Mr. Hague, “as
practised in the Church - of Rome involves
three essentials: (1) the complete ¢onfession,
if it is the first one, of all' one’s mortal sins,
or, it it is not the first, of all the mortal sins
committed since thelast confession and absolu-
tion; (2) secret confession into the earof a
priest; (3) the declaration tl}at it is necessary
and indispensable. Take from it the last
two characteristics and' the practice’ of con-
fession ayill have lost its sting.”

The author’s style is lucid and pithy.
