THE M'GREEVY DISCLOSURES.

Brother Robert Examined at Length Be-
fore the Corfhmittee,

OTTAwA, July 23,—At the Privileges and
Elections -Committee this morning Mr.
Robert McGreevy was the first witness. He
repeated the story told by Mr. O. E. Murphy
with regard to the signing of the $25,000
notes drawn by the firm in favor of Thomas
McGreevy. These notes were produced and
the withess identified the three last notes of
this batch at 6, 7and 9 months for $5000
each and signed by P. Larkin, N. K. Con-
nolly and O. E. Murphy. *This, he said, was
in the latter end of May or first of juue.
1883, These notes. were executed after the
firm were informed by the department
that they had been awarded the contract.
He (witness) bad the motes to Thomas
McGreevy either at his office or at his house.
He had personal knowledge ‘that Thomas
used these notes to pay a debt of $17.000, for
which judgment bad ‘been givén by the
Supreme Court in the case of McGreevy v.
McCarron. Two of these notes were given
to Hon. John Hearn to be discounted, and
one was sent to the Union Bank to be dis-
counted.

To Mr. Girouard he said he knew these
facts because his brother Thomas told him
and the Connollys: tbat the notes would
have to be ased fof this-purpose.
