Convicted of Arson—Lacrosse Fracas Trial 
. Adjourned—Lyons Goes Free.

Vito Velito, an Italian, was brought up 
for trial yesterday on a charge of arson. 
He has been living at 167 York-street with 
a woman known as Mrs. Walker. On June 
13 the woman left him and took lodging at 
62 Elizabeth-street. During the night Ve­
lito, who had evidently been brooding over 
the occurrence, approached the house and 
attempted to set fire to it. Thinking he had 
accomplished •' his design he was about to 
decamp, when he ran into the arms 
of Sergeant Johnston, who had 
been watching his proceedings with 
a good deal of interest. The sergeant rang 
op th'e Fire Department and then escorted 
his prisoner to Headquarters, 
ing the prisoner his counsel, Mr. N. G. 
Bigelow, put in a plea ot insanity, but was 
not successful in sustaining it, as the jnryx 
brought in a verdict of “guilty.” Velito 

then taken down stairs, but he had not 
been there man} minutes before he was 
seized with a fit and lapsed into uncon­
sciousness, in which condition 
for more than an hour. Dr. Clapp, being 
summoned, succeeded in rousing him.
