More Economy.

Mr, Monk moved the second resding of
his bill to facilitate the registry of mort-
gages and to reduce the expense of it. One
hundred thousand mortgages were register-
ed in Ontario every year, and if this bill
were adopted a saving of $100,000 to bor-
rowers would be effected.

Hon. Mr. Gibson said he had always
favored such a measure, but some of his
colleagues were strongly op to the
measure, A good deal could be said on both
sides. The bill certainly deserved consid-
eration in committee by the House.

Mr. Meredith congratulated Mr, Gibson
on the new light obtained on this question
since last session, Mr. Mook de-
served the thanks of the - people
ot the province for his perseverance
in pushing this reform.

Vital statistics,

The report relating to the registration of
births, marriages and deaths for 1892 for
Oncario has been laid before the House. It
is estimated that the population has in-
creased, compared with the census of 1891,
a hittle over 1.11 per cent.; 4-10 of -1 per
cent. below the average increase for Eng-
land snd Wales. The returns of the
various cities show a less birth-rate than
that of the English urban population. The
returns of the division registrars are said
to prove an undoubted imperfect registra-
tion of births. The total of births,
marriages and deaths s less by
793 than the same total for 1891.
Marriages increased in 92 by 293. Deaths
increased in ’92 by 1562. The decrease of
births has continued steadily for three
years, and is supposed to have some general
cause. The city decrease in births is 840 in
99, Tllegitimate births pumbered 525 in
'99. In 1892 28,964 persons married. The
rate for the last 10 years has been very uni-
form. It isnoted as a matter of interest
that the increased number of marriages per
1060 is not associated with a proportionately
increased death rate. The highest birth
rate in Ontario was in’82, when it was
26,2 per 1000. Since then it “has
varted from . 2.1 to 235 In
'g] it was 21.1. Oae in every 2.8 of per-
sons married in ’92 were Methodists, 1 1n
every 5.0 were Presbyterians, 1 in 5.5 Epis-
copalian, 1 in 6.8 Roman Catholics, 1 in
104G.7 Quakers. These percentages have
scarcely varied during six years, The num-
ber of deaths 1n 92 was 23,120 and in 91
21,558, an increase of half of one per cent.
per 1000.

Windsor is given the heaviest marriage
rate, i5 per 1000; Toronto the heaviest
birth rate, 26 per 1000, and Kingston the
heaviest death réte, about 19 per 1000.. An
