The Liberal Tourists Warmly Received in
Brockville—Trade Matters and
Manitoba Schools.

Brockville, Oct. 10.—Probably the
miost enthusiastic reception accorded
Mr. Laurier on his Ontario tour was

rated with flags and bunting. A grand
procession escorted him to the Opera
House and Victorta Hall, where meet-
ings were held, instead of in the open
air, as the Liberal leader did not want
to run chances of spoiling his yoice.
Mr. Laurier was presented with a com-
plimentary add from, the Liberal
Association.

Hon. G. W, Ross spoke in Victoria
Hall in the afternoon and in the Opera
House this evening. His speech was
on the trade question, increase in the
national debt, the increase of taxation

- and decrease in population, and , ex-
pressed his views that these featyres
were not conducive to the best inter-
ests of Canada. i

5 Mr, Laurier’s Speeeh. v

Mr. Laurier confined himself almost
solely to the Manitoba school question,
He very strongly condemned the Gov-
ernment’s policy of interference
without investigation as unpatriotic
and likely to create race and creed
dissensions. He referred very particu-
larly to the utterantes of the Minister-
ial press in saying he.was afraid to
give his views on this question, and
claimed if that were the case he was
unworthy of the position of ledader of
the Liberal party. He said that for
three years he had maintained the
same position on the Manitoba School
question and always ‘spoke. the same
in Quebec as he did in Ontario. The
Government’s policy he characterized
as two-faced—one for Ontario and an-
other for Quebec—and while the elec-
tors of Vercherecs were assured that
the remedial order meant immediate
interference and the restoration of se-
sparate schools to Manitoba, at °"the
same time in Haldimand the idea was
scoffed at and the Government’s ac-
tion said to be simply one of refer-
ence to the Manitoba Government to
settle the question themselves.' It was
§not a question whether the Govern-
‘ment had a right to interfere and pass
remedial legislation. To him it was
quite clear by the provisions of the
B.N.A. Act that they had. The ques-
tion was, was interference necessary ?
Could not the. question be settled in
an amicable way with Manitoba with-
out coercion ? While the law on the
matter was clear the facts were not,
Jror this reason he took the stand that
investigation into the facts was neces-
sary. He was quite ready to support
Sir Mackenzie Bowell in the appoint-
ment of the commission of enquiry,
and.if they had any other better mode
of arriving at a settlement, the Gov-
ernment would have his hearty sup-
port. He said the Government’s ac-

- tion was hasty and unadvised.. For
his own part, if the minority of Mani.
toba wanted separate schools he
would like to see them have them on
Just the same basis as the Protestant
minority of Quebec and the Catholic
minority of Ontario. But he had en-
ough faith-in the generous nature
of Canadiams to belleve that, if such
a restoration was for the best interests
and good will of the people of Mani-
toba, even the opponents of se-
parate schools would grant them. He
dealt wery lightly with trade ques-
tions. He condemned protection and
advocated tarfff for revenue only.

Coolidge, a widow, 76 years old, who
has for years lived at No. 934 Massa-
chusetts-avenue, Cambridge, died
Tuesday evening of apoplexy. She has
been considered eccentric and was
thought to be comfortably well off, but

not wealthy, Four female servants,
“the only’persons she would allow per-

manently around the house, were pre-
sent when she was stricken, and she
died before Dr. Chase, who had bee”n
summoned, arrived at her home.  °

Immediately uWpon her death Ald,
Cutter of Cambridge, who for years
has acted as her agent in her real es-
tate transactions, was summoned, also
the undertaker and two women friends
of the deceased. :

The body was prepared for burial,
and then it was that startling discov-
eries were made. Secreted about her
person and in pockets of other dresses,
pieces of bric-a-brac, vases and closets,

were found many thousands eof dol- |

lars in gold coin and in bills of large
denominations. In fact, the mopey
was placed ‘in every conceivable loca-
tion, and in most every case ,where
an ordinary person would not secrete
wealth.

Twenty thousand dollars were thus
found, and in one case a package of
bills amounting to $3800 was found in
a handbag. Then the searching party
accidentally stumbled upon a number
of deposit books in banks and savings
institutions, which showed that G}
had many thousands of dollars on de-
posit,

In addition to the money it was
found that she had a very extensive
and costly wardrobe. Elegant and val-
uable dresses that had never been
worn were hung up in closets or laid on
tables and dressers.

For 30 years she has lived alone in
this house, with the exception of the
servants, having about that time se-
cured.a divorce. from her husband,
James Coolidge, now dead. It is esti-
mated that she was worth more than
$1,000,000.

The argument was kept up,
and Wall shot Neelon through the
abdomen, and threatened to shoot the
others if they didn’t leave the hot=l

The defence was that the affair was
accidental. John Pearson said he heard
a row in thé saloon, saw Wall go out
to the sidewalk to look for a polize-
man. When he returned he took th:
revolver from behind the bar and
pointing it toward the crowd ordered
them out. They rushed at Wall, evi-
dently to take the weapon from him
and in the scuffle it exploded.

The jury eonsidered the case till 6.13
to-night and brought in a verdict of
not guilty. y

PERIAL UNION NECESS4RY,

perial Defence, Set an Example

Assured, Says the Principal.

The Rev. Prﬁcipa.l Grant, D.D., of
Queen’s College, Kingston, last even-
ing delivered the first of a series of
| Jectures under the auspices of the Y.
| W.C. Guild. The subject of. his ad-
dress, “Canadian -Development,” was
treated in thoughtful and patriotic
style, and he insisted strongly upon
| the ‘Becessity for organization among
Canadians in order to bring about Im-
perial Union and secure Canadian po-
litical development along the present
progressive lines. Dr. Milligan pre-
| sided over an audience of moderate

! size.
National Solidarity Not Assumed.

“Ever since Confederation in 1867,”
said 'the principal, “there have always
heen people in Canada declaring that
something extraordinary would hap-
pen and we are always on the eve of
a crisis. No such discussionss With re-
gard to the future take place any-
where but in Canada and I think the
explanation is that everywhere but In
the Dominion national solidarity is as-
sumed, and the sooner we do it here
the better. Everywhere else it is be-
lieved that the past has settled some-
thing and that society evolves in ac-
cordance with the laws of continuity.

“I believe that Britain adopted a
generous policy when, in 1774, she al-
lowed the French Canadians to de-
velop acoording to their own genius.
By this decision the habitant was
made the nucleus of the Canadian
people, and no future can be accepted
by us which does not commend itself
to him. I see nothing wreng with the
tithe system in Quebec 80 long as the
people desire it. Britain was right
in accepting the Quebegc civil law, for
it was what the /habitants had been
accustomed to and is better than our
own. If they had not retained their
language unserupulous adventurers
would have played upon them. Dual
language is no bar to union. I do not
blame the French Canadians for their
French sympathies. They have with
their blood proved their loyalty to®
Canada. We cannot force them to
cleave to us.

5 French-Canadians. +

“A"'number of people iink the
French Canadians are not good as
we are. They have, however, given
us our most famous sculptor, our two
best painters, our best higtorian in
Frechette, our greatest poet, and in
public life I would ask, hag Ontario
given six such ‘public; men of the
higher type as Cartier, Dorion, Mas-
son, Angers,Joly and Laurier? I admire
Angers for giving up position when
right dictated. The mass of the French
Canadians are, on the’ whole, a fine
class of people.”

Should Support the Navy.

Origin of the Trouble. {

France and Madagascar have been |
at loggerheads for .more than ten |
years, chiefly over the right of the |
Government of Madagascar to act in- |
dependently of the French resident in
granting exequaturs to foreign con-
sular agents and Consuls. According |
to the French, by the treaty of Decem- |
ber, 1895, the French resident with g |
military guard of French troops was
to reside at the capital, and control |
the foreign relations of Madagascar, |
making the island to all intents and
purposes & French protectorate. The |
Government of Madagascar has all
along denied that the treaty gave
France the rights she claimed, holding |
that M. Le Myre De Vilers, the French |
diplomatic agent, in 1887, entered into |
an engagement with Madagascar on
behalf of France, to the effect .that,
the exequaturs of Consuls and@ con- |
sular agents should be given in the |
future as in the past by the Queen of
Madagascar, and that the later treaty
did not change the situation. Roughly |
speaking, on :thi§ question is based
the dispute which led to disturbances
during which the representatives of
France were insulted by the Ppopulace
and slighted by the Government of
Madagascar; in addition, a number of
Frenchmen were assassinated.

In Septémber, 1894, matters finally
reached such a state that M. Le Myre
De YVilers was sent to Madagasear
with an ultimatum from' the French
Government insisting, in substance,
that France should control the foreign
relations of Madagascar. The ulti-
matum was delivered to the Prime
Minister, Pamilaiarivony, who is also
the husband of the Queen, Ranavalona
II.
