tical or indifferent to the benefits that
result from proper spraying should have at-
tended the ** perambulating orchard  meet-
ings " held September 21 near Ingersoll.
[Evidence of the value of spraying was fur-
nished in abundance.  The gathering was
the result of the power spraying demonstra-
tioins conducted during the summer in the
vicinity of Ingersoll. under the direction of
the Fruit Division of the Department of
Agriculture at Ottawa.

It is believed power spraying can be done
most cffectively and cheaply by farmers,
who grow fruit on a small scale. if they will
cooperate and engage a competent man to
look after the work.  This man can afford
to buy a power spraver and can undertake
the work by contract just as threshing is

<one for fzrmers. Where a large number
of growers unite such a man can make good
wages, while the expense to cach grower is
light, and he is saved the trouble of under-
taking the work himself.

To demonstrate the advantages of this
method the Fruit Division, carly in the sea-
son, induced a number of farmers in the
vicinity of Ingersoll to cooperate and guar-
anteed that the cost would not be more than
five cents for each spraying.  The farmers
agreed to pay five cents per tree (or spray-
ing.  The contracts were made for spray-
ing 3.300 trees four times.  The work was
carried out under the supervision of a local
man, Mr. J. C. Harris, to the satisfaction of
every perscn interested.
