8o
would: Satan p-"'( "db us t6 read God's lessons back-
wards ; and ds of old he could misquote Holy Serip-
ture itself to serve Lis malicious purpose so dous be
turn God’s righteous judgiments now into an arpument
for greater sin. When the veil bas been rudely strip-
ped off, wherewith wo tried to cover the enormities of
Pagan life; when God has compelled us by a bitter
visitation to ses the unaltered character of idolatry,
foul and cruel now as when is called forth the burning
indignation of St. Paul ;—wben we have realized that
horeble description of ancient beatbenism, that belong-
ed, 8+ wo vainly thought, to the old world, and to other
ages than our own ;—at such a time would Satan move
us again to dally with bis scrvice, and persvade us
that through Beelzebub the powers of darkness can
be overcome. Ve took the heast of prey to our homes,
and it turned upon us: shall we bae so aiad as to lavish
our caresses on it sgain? Rather, brethren, let s
find in each reverss that has happened a motive to
remedy our past neglect. By every foul disaster, by
every bitter injury, by the unutterable wrongs of
slaughtered infancy and outraged innocence, we are
called—ob ! do uot say to vengeance, merely —to deli-
var from the chain of error the land whose childgen
have e0 deeply snued. Noble revenge ! il we can
teach them 0 exchange those fiendisk tempers, those
iohuman lusts, for the kingdom of God whose jaws
are righteousncss, and peace, and joy in the Holy
Ghost! Aud what if the Stats refuse to enter on this
great work ? if her policy or her fears forbid ber to
profess her faith in the ore Saviour of the wosld # Not
a moment must the Church delay to fill her place.—~
The opportunity is not far to seek: the instruments
of Christian labor are ready to your hands; itis for
this very purpose tbat the religious eocietivs invite
your aid. There was not in all India—the Bishop of
Madras is my authority—a wore prombing mission
than that which the Society for the Propagation of the
Gospel was maintaining in ths heart of Delbi. Its
Light bas been quenched in blood ; to you she appeals
tor belp to rekindle its flame, cnd flash its rays yet
further iuto the gloom of heatben izht. Kerhaps, at
this moment, while I speak, our coldiers arw entering
the gates of the old Matiommedan cuy wn etern tri-
umpb. Ob! beready to lend victory s sofier aspect
by the presence of Christ’s awmbassage there. Let the
Hindoo, cowering under the just indignation of his
anjured mastere, learn to acknowledge the yet mightier
power that shall wring bis soul with anguish for his
sins, and bring bim prostrate to the foot of the Cross.
1have saud that the;Societies invite yonr aid. My text
should haves taugbt oe better. Itis you, not ycurs
only, that they seek. It may be, thatin their applica-
tions they bave sometimes taken too low aa aim, and
bave departed from the idea which their oxemplary
founders proposed to thems-lves. They—all bonour
be to their piocus memorise—did not, as now, go 2bout
merely to gsin subscribers toa fund; they vsed the
laopuage consecrated by our Lord and His Apostles
to the perpetual description of Chrishan uaity, ard
sought “ mewbers” of the brotherhood tkey had esta-
blished. Now, with reports aud circulars, platforms
and deputations, we seek to beguile men of their gold,
and men give it, upon that compulsion, as a contri-
bution to the fund wbich certain officers administer,
regarding themselves as altogether external to the jn.
zitotions which they aid. Surely a religious society
mcans more than the. It dil mean more than this
whon thess socieies bad their bivib. ‘Their founders,
like St. Paul's Macedonian converis, first gave theic
own selves unto the Lord.  The cbief of them crossed
the ocean to do the work, in which his heart was set,
i the American colonies ; his colleagues vied with
bim ia & personal devotion to the Lord, whose causs
they served. It was not merely a society for religions
purposes, it was a society of religious men. It was the
fellowship of men who could pray together and
streugitien each other in holy exerciies ; no.mere. a0
sociation of secretaries and cletks, but a liviog broth-
erhood of Christians, who bad this io common,.amongst
many diversities of occupation, and substance, and
rank, that they loved the. Lord Jesus in sincerstyyand
cared for the souls Hy died ‘to zave. And ob!tbat
the blessed Spirir, by whow that work of grace was
wrought in a-dark ¢ra ot English hi-tory, would-stir
up men's hearls to Jove each oher in Christ’ yor odce
aain } Wouuld}lbat the preaehier on sucl aa anai-
u\r_duy as this,>wers czabicd’ to addrees bis hisrere,
not as possiblie coatributors to+3 aeedy fund, "bhi"as
embarked with-hizisell0 d" gredt avd boly cduse—
that 36 couid rpesk fo thein ot 2e the Besiidiing

apologist of a trdublesome’ pétition, ,but as the expo-
nent of their own zeal and charity, as proveking to
love and to good works them whose forward mind
and ready will carce needed provocation at all.  But
it eversuch a Lops is to bo fulfilfed, it must be by no
isolated movement—no were affection for a particular
institntion, bowover venerable or wise. Itis well
worthy notice that the two socisties, whose members—
may I indulge for a moment that grataful 1hovght ?—
are assambled here to-ilay, wers closely connected 1n
their origin with the Societies for the Reformation of
manaers, by which the prevailiog proflgacy of the
British metropolis, in the seventeenth century, was for
a time restrained. And sure I am that a personal
dedication unto God is needed by them who wovld
do effectually God’s work ; personsl holiness is the
essential qualification for a successful effort to extend
Christ’s Chuzch, For the mere purpose of enlisting
your support we must soek you first. And we do ssek
vou, In the name of these societies, and of the
Church they serve—rather in the name of Himio
whom alone these iostitutions can have life or power
—in the name of Christ we exhort you; give your.
selvesaliving sacrifice, boly, acceptable uato God. X
there be thoso among you to whom it is permitted to
offer yourselves as survants of Christ, to do His work
in the far lands for which England is so deeply res-
ponsible, ab, give thatservice! Better than all offer-
ings of gold and silver—better than rich men’s pat-
ronage, and great men’s favour, will be the devotion
of your livgs to that high enterprise of fanb. If this
may pot be, yet otill, dear brethren, we seek you for
Cbrist.  You, not yours only. In these davs of jea-
lousy aud distrust, when brotber is estranged from
brother, and friend from friend, we yet dare to ask
for loving hearts and sweet commuaion in Cbrist, a
warm, deep intexest in the progress of the Gospsl, a
tender love for souls, a burning zeal to vanquish Sa-
tan and assext the victory of ths Son of God—for less
then this we cannot make our claim. If once their
claim was granted, easy would be my office to-day—
to promote the keowledge of Christ, to propagate His
Gospel far and wide, would be the people’s desire ra-
tber than the preacher’s praver. It may seem a
dreamer’s fancy to anticipate euch days as these; yet
dreams evan are sweet in a world of troubles and un.
rast. And what are all such drcams but glimpses of
a btighter world, dear anticipations of the time—nay,
time no longer~-when the secking sball be over; and
the lost ones fonnd—when that Good Shepherd, whose
ioving search for souls is the foundation of all our poor
eSorts 0 win wanderess to the fold, sball bave re-
turned from all His mighty journeyings, travelling in
the greatness of His strength—when He shall bring
with Him from North to South, from East to \West,
the objects of His compassionate love, and proclaim
among the rejoicing angels the glad issue of His wn-
wearied searsh—+ These my children were dead, and
are alive again ;. they were lostand are found.”
