The Cry of Irish Distress.

Thero isno longer any room for doubt as to
the wide extent and appalling severity of the
distress in Ireland from impending starvation.
Famine is alrcady devouring its victims, and
fevers, the consequence of insufficient lood,
are hastening its terrible work. What is
already witnessed is but the beginnisg of a
calamity which will rapidly extend with the
exhrustion of the limited means of sustenance
aftorded by the last harvest.

The proofs of extreme distress have been
multiplying and thickening during tho last
six weeks like a constantly blackeniog cloud
which hangs as a pall over the Emerald Isle.
But comparatively little was known in de.
tail, and the people of this country had wo
adequate conception of the magnitude of the
impending calamity or of the immense scale
of the contributions which are needed for
immediate and prospective relief. The Jlerald
has undertnken to supply this deficiency of
exact and detailed knowledge. 1t has kept
its agents actively exoployed in Ireland since
the famine threatened to be serious witha
view {0 measnre its extent and enable the be-
nevoleut in all countries, and especiaily io
the Unpited States, to act intelligently in
proportioning their aid and eftorts to the ¢x-
igency.

There are more ithan three hundred thou-
sand people in Ireland who are in imminent
danger of perishing with hunger. ‘This is
not a random estimate hastily inferred from
flying tumors, but the result of diligent and
faithful inquiries in every pat of theafllicted
districts. We give the data on which our
conclusions rest, in order that everybody may
examine thom and see that we aredesling
sincerely with those whose aid we soliwcit.
W¢ have gona over Ireland county by county,
and town by tawn or parish by parish in each
couuty, stating the number of the sufivring in
vach place, ~ith oceasional side remarks
quoted from our informants  which
touch local peculinrides in the situa-
tion, These remarks &re  a  mere
repetition  of . words spoken to our cor-
respondents, but they are deeply aflecting, as
betokening the despendency which is over-
taking many hearts. « Many of my people
will be dead and buried before help will ar-
rive,” i5 the piercing note of anguish from
Kilkeran, ' Two of my people died last week
from starvation,” is tho moan from another
locality. #«How we can tide over the next
six months God only kuoows,” is the despair-
ing utteranc v from Mallow and Coik. ¢ No
Innguage can describe the distress,” is the
testimony from Shankin in Cork. « For God's

. | snke, give us moncy or food,” is the thrillicg
‘tery of fear and agony from Foxford, iu

Mayo. In parts of Limerick county “many
people have Leen living on turnips for weeks.”
I'rom ove town in Galway county we lenrn
that «in thres weeks there will be three
bundred moce families starving.” A gentle-
man in Mayo county declares:—¢1 am a
prisoner in my own house, because I capnot
Vear to bear the stories of the hundreds who
surround it, and 1 am powerless to give.”

These thrilling ciies of distress, which are
justified by our careful and exhaustive
sta*istics, must not fall on heedless ears. A
crisis has come which appeals to the common
heart of mankind. It would be a blot en the
civilization of the world, a disgrace to its
Christianity, a stigma upon buman nature, it
those poor, wretehed suflerers were permitted
to starve when granaries are teceming with
food, when ships are lying idle in many har-
Lors, when untold sums of money are daily
expended for luxuries and superflnitics. Let
the rich give out of their ecconomy, the frugal
poor from tho promptings of wiilisg hearts
which have at some time {elt want or the fear
of it, and whose modest contributions, like
the widow’s mite, will be the most blessed of
all in returns of happiness to the giver.

The Mera!d in making this appeal to the
benevolent, deen:s it {itting to set an example
which will be taken as a proot of its sincerity.
The 7ferald therefore opens to-day asubscrip-
tion for Iiish relief, heading it with the sum
of one buadred thousund dollars.

How small are the means of any individual
in corparison with the collective meauns of
people in moderate circomatances! This was
verified by the great success of popular louns
in France many years ago. We place our
main reliance tor efficient aid to the Irisk
sufferers on smnoll contributions from n wide
ares sent by multitudes who can do butlittle,
but freely give what they cau spare. Great
rivers are formed from the small fountains
which feebly ooze ont of the soil and the
small rills‘and rivulets of a wide exponse of
territory. There is veeded a larger strenm
for them to run into, and this we hope to soe
supplied by generous subseriptions from the
prosperous classes,
