48 to
whether the Government, guardisns of ths
poor or assoctations are sending paumpers to
the United States some diversity of opinlon
axlats. Consul Barrows, at Dublin, soye there
is o euch practice in his dictrlot. Onnsul
Wood, at Belfast, knows of no organized effort
for large deportation ot enfferers or paupers to
the United States. No dounbt, be ssys, many
wiii find thelr way there by the ald of frlends
and often in 6 measure by charltable funds.
CUonsn! Livermore, at Londonderry, under=-
stands that the Governomnt sgonts, with no
great succosr, are cudeavoring to induce the
poor and lazy to emfgrate. Kccles at Nligo
says the poor guardiang echedualed ous certsln
dlstriots under the emigration ciauses of the
Land Act, and in Slgoe Uonlon 600 ap-
plications have been made, aud in the
Westarn unions  considerably, more.
The bnlk of . theae emigrants will
go to the Ualted Ststes. They will receive

chronic poverty at home. Merritt saye, o8
to rolleving the Isieh dictross by contributions
from the United Statet, wkich always have
been 8o lbaral, that « the charges have been
8o frequent in the psast that much of this
money haé baen used for other purposes that
I suggest in futare the utmost care be taken
in choosing the chsnnels through which the
charity 18 to be administered .
