To His Worship the Mayor, the Chairman and members of the
Police Committee, of the City of Montreal.

Gentlemen,

I have the honor to submit to you the annual report of the
Police Department for the fiscal year 1904.

From the 1st January 1904 to the time I was officially ap-
pointed as successor of ex-chief Legault, T acted in the Police
Force in the capacity of sub-chief. Having then but a very
limited control over the affairs of the department, I did not,
therefore, have access to all the documents, which, during the
year and in the ordinary course of routine, were sent to the
Police headquarters. ;

For details of the work done in the Detective Bureau

and the other police departments, I beg to refer you to the
reports of the officers who are in immediate charge thereof
and which I have the honour to submit to you.
_ I regret to say that there has been a marked increase in the
criminality of the City of Montreal, during the year just
closed. There were several cases of murder and attempted
murder. Two of the accused parties were condemned to
death ; but His Excellency the Governor General, was pleased
to commute thein sentence into life imprisonment There were
other cases of murder, which are being presently considered
by the Petty Jurors, at the Manch session of the Criminal
Court.

There has been a large number of burglaries and high-way
robberies. In all cases, the Detectice Bureau rendered efficient
service and the criminals who were apprehended were severely
punished.

The population of the City of Montreal daily increases, and
the progress in the erection of manufactures and other buil-
dings is notable, The large thoroughfares, in the centre of the
City, are bordered by immense buildings, 6 to 8 stories high,
and this. in places where, a year ago, hovels and business
houses, of a very modest appearance, and surrounded by va-
cant lots, were to be found. New Wards have been created by
the Legislature. Immense grain elevators have been erected
along the river, and permanent sheds are at the present time
in course of erection. Colossal industrial establishments have
been built, such as, for instance, the shops of the C. 'P. R Co,
and other similar establishments in the Eastern section of the
City. :

The railway companies are daily extending their field Qf
operations and the other industries do not remain behind in
the path of progress. g

The Street Railway Companies ocetipy the attention of our
City Council and of the neighbouring municipalities.
