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(d) Consider and adopt, as required, in accordance with Articles 29
anid 30, amendments to this Convention andi its annexes;

(e) Consider amendments to any protocol. as well as to any annexes
thereto, and, if so decided, recommend their adoption to the parties to
the protoco I concerned;

(f) Consider and adopt, as required, in accorciance with Article 30,
additional annexes to this Convention;

(g) Establish such subsidiary bodies, particularly to provide
scientific andx technical advice, as are deemei necessary for the
implementation of this Convention;

(h) Contact, through the Secretariat, the executive bodies of
conventions dealing with matters coverei b>' this Convention with a view
to establishing appropriate forms of cooperation with them; andi

(M Consider andl undertake an>' additional action that ma>' be
requirei for the achievement of the purposes of this Convention in the
light of experience gained in its operation.

5. The Unitei Nations, its specialized agencies and the International
Atomic Energy Agency, as well as an>' State flot Party' to this Convention,
nia> be representei as observers at meetings' of the Con! erence of the
Parties. An>' other body> or agency, whether governmental or non-
governmental, quaiified in filelds relating to conservation and
sustainable use of biological diversit', which bas informed the
Secretariat of its wish to be representei as an observer at a meeting of
the Conl'erence of the Parties, me>' be admitted unless at Ieast one third
of the Parties present objeot. The admission and participation of
observers shall be subject to the rules of procedure adopted b>' the
Conference of the Parties.

Article 24. Secretariat

1. A secretariat is hereby establishei. Its functions shall be:

(a) To arrange for andi service meetings of the Con! erence of the
Parties provided for in Article 23;

(b> To perform the functions assignei to it b>' an>' protocol;

(c) To prepare reports on the execution of its funct ions under this
Convention andi present thea to the Con! erence of the Parties*

(d) To coordinate with other relevant international bodies and, in
porticular to enter into such administrative andi contractual arrangements
as nia> be required for the effective discharge of its functions; andl
